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, He spurned all that was low 
and wicked, and now wrote in a 
blank book a number of maxims 
as rules for^ bis life. One of 
these rules every young man 
should keep in mind. It was, 
-You may be, whatever you 
resolve to b e /' We shall see 
that this was indeed the guiding 
star of his life. Whatever he 
willed to do, he always did by 
sheer force of endeavor. At this 
time it was evident that it was 
his purpose to place his name 
high on the roll of earthly fame. 
Beneath his shy and modest 
manner, there burned the desii^ 
to be great. His life was .not 
yet ruled by the love of Christ, 
but shows súme of the highest 
and noblest aims*

Jackson was twenty two years 
of age when he left West Point 
as second lijputenant in the 
United States army. Our coun­
try was then at war with Mexico, 
and he was sent to the South of 
that country. The American 
army, with its waving flags and 
bright guns, presented a spec­
tacle of splendor which Lieuten­
ant Jackson never forgot 

After the first battle he was 
placed in the light artillery ser­
vice. This change was just 
what young Jackson wished for 
though more dangerous, the^ 
light artillery service gave him a 
better chance to win the honors 
tor which bis soul thirsted. He 
knew no fear; battle contained 
ho hom r, for beneath the dark 
cloud of war shone* the sun of 
glory, and* he was striving lo 
bask in his presence.

Shortly after he was promoted 
to the rank of captain, the bat­
tle of Chapultapec was fought, 
in which Jackson's command of 
two regiments were nearly all 
killed by the deadly cannon of 
the enemy. The commanding 
officer sent him word to fall 
back. His reply was this: 
“Send me ten more men, and I 
will advance and take the pmns 
which are doing such deadly 
work." Then turning, and with 
the aid of one man, he wheeled 
a cannon across a ditch, and 
began a* rapid fire into the 
enemy’s ranks forcing them to 
retreat. The victorious Ameri­
cans entered the city, and Mexico 
was forced to sue for peace. For 
his brave conduct in this battle 
Jackson was promoted to the 
rank of major. Sp we see step 
by step, he gradually mounts the 
ladder of fame; and his gallant 
and meritorious services wtre 
heralded to the world through 
theofiicial reports of his supe­
riors.

Jackson remained in Mexico a 
while longer, and was then sent 
heme. After thinking seriously 
for the first time in his life about 
religion,, he was now baptized 
and admitted to his first com­
munion. Soon after this he was 
elec.ed professor in the Virginia 
Military» Institute a t Lexingtoh, 
Here his life was marked by 
great faithfulness, and by an 
earnest yet unobtrusive spirit. 
Conscientious fidelity to duty 
marked every step of his course 
here. Strict, and at times stern 
in his discipline, he was not 
always a popular professor; but 
no teacher ever possessed to a 
degree the unbounded confidence 
and respect of the cadets for írís 
unbending integrity and fearless­
ness in the discharge of his

duties. ' For ten years he pros' 
cuted his unwearied labors as % 
professor, making during this 
period, in no questionable foim, 
such an impress upon those who 
from time to time were undjsr 
his command, that when the war 
broke out the spontaneous sen­
timent of all cadets and gradu­
ates was to serve under him as 
their leader.

He left the institute in 1861 in 
command of the corps of 'cadets; 
and as dangers were rapidly 
thickening around the state, he 
reported for duty at Richmond. 
Duty became now, more chan 
ever, the riile of his life—duty 
to God, and duty to man. Like 
St, Paul he kept his body under 
and would not allow any weak­
ness to overcome him. He used 
neither tobacco nor spirits, giv- 
asa  reason that he was more 
afraid of it than all the Federal 
bullets. The immortal Jackson 
afraid of strong drink! What a 
lesson to those who have npt the 
courage to say "No”, when 
tempted to do wrong.

In 1861 he married the daugh­
ter of a minister of North Caro­
lina, and he now lives in Char 
lotte, N. C. His home life afforded 
him much happiness, for there 
military sterneas left his brow, 
and the law of love took its 
place. This good and peaceful 
life, however, was short The 
black cloud ot war was hovering 
over the country, and threatened 
to pour forth at any minute its 
contents of death and destruc­
tion upon the hitherto peaceful 
land. At last it did burst in all 
its fury, sweeping Major Jack­
son away from hiŝ  quiet life and 
loved wife and friends into the 
midst of carnage and death, and 
to deeds that caused his fame 
and immortal Virtues to be 
sounded mid a halo of lustre 
throughout the world.

Having organized the Stone­
wall Bridgade, which was so 
famous through the sagacity of 
their leader, he immediately 
repaired to the scene of action. 
He was tall, and very erect, with 
large hands and feet. His brow 
was fair, and broad; his eyes 
blue, placid and clear, when 
their pwner was calm, but dark 
and flashing when he was 
aroused. His step was long and 
rapid, and it he was not a grace­
ful rider, he was a fearless one. 
In battle, as he rode along his 
columns; hat in hand, bowing 
right and left to his shoidiers 
whose shouts arose on high, no 
figure could be nobler than his. 
Few, even of his intimate 
friends, were conscious of his 
great military genius, so he 
burst upon the world as a meteor 
darts across a starlit sky.
