His authority extends to every part

Navigating a ship is a ticklish busi­
ness and one that requires that there 
be no division of'the highest authority. 
So, for the brief period until he touches 
port, he is your czar.

The ship is a great community, some­
times with a population of 5,000 qouls, 
living, eating and sleeping under one 
roof. It has its policemen, its firemen, 
cooks, butchers, bakers, doctors, clerks, 
carpenters, electricians, boilermakers 
and a horde of personal servants.

In the control of this organization 
the captain has at bis right band bis 
officers. The ship’s officers are the 
important persons In the detail man 
agement.—Bookkeeper.
