In my canvassing trips a few

days ago it was my pleasure to
spend the nignt with Mr, Will
McArthur and in looking around
over his farm, I found an exam-
ple worthy of invitation by our
best farmers. In fact all his
neighbore point to him  as the
only farmer in-their section, yet
none imitate or profit by the
example set them. In his fields
he had a moderate crop of
tobacco, cotton, corn, oats, cane
and potatoes, none to the extent
of over cropping., but all well
worked and in the highest state
of cultivation. Inthe pasture he
had ninety-six -head of hogs,
some fine milch cows, anda few
beefs ‘for the winter,

In his crib was plenty of old
corn and fodder and osts and in
the ginnery was 167 bushels of
nice wheat just thrashed out and
nicely put away. He has soveral
large grape vines and sells much
of their product, a fine orchard
and sells many bushels of
peaches and apples, His good
lady had over 300 of the finest
chickens I have ever seen, It was
a sight to see Grandpa Starkey
feeding" them, with the wheat
screening.

And when I went tothe table
and partook of that home-made
flour; good brown ham gravy,
fat chicken, and Jersey butter
and every vegetable and fruit of
the season, I said to myself this
is living 9 days to the week,

- Here is an example that will
do to point to. Our people have
it in their own hands to solve the
living problem, trust questions,
or any other question. Qur lands
and climate wiil produce all that
mankind could ask and by a
proper diversification, none of|.
the crops wou'ld be overproduced
and higher prices could be main-
tiined, I sincerely hope that
our people may be stimulated to
the necessity of adopting such
methods of farming, - °

CHINESE ART.

Two Distinct Methods In Depicting
Scenes of Nature and Life,

Chinese paintings ure subjects|

that until very recentlv were but
slightly known to occidental stu-
dents of art. Yet recently light on
this subject shows that some of the
Chinese artists as early as the first
crusade had created paintings not
only cleverly drawn and masterfully
colored, but filled with that subtle
artistic sense that is universally un-
derstood and apprecxated by cultur-
ed mankind.

Chinese temples have furnished
the best examples of Chinese paint-

ings, just as the great cathedrals of )

Europe have given to western civili-
zation the best pictures from the
brushes of the Itahan French and
Flemish artists. These pamtm%s
are mostly Chinese landscapes,
though the huntmg icture of Chao
Meng Fu, called “Mongols Hunt-
ing,” is one of the most famous Chi-
nese pictures. Nature gtudies, espe-
cially of birds, are freq &ent

But the most singular and inter-
esting, point about.Chinese painting
is perhaps the fact that the two dis-
tinct methods were used. The first
was called the “kakemono” method,
in which the view was supposed to
be the same as if one stoog on the
top of a hill and looked down on

the painting, in place of standmg in

front about on a level.

This method, coupled with some
queer views as to perspcctive val-
ues, is what causes Chinese paint-
ings to have their weird appearance
to foreign eyes when the beholder
has never studied Chinese art meth-

The “kakemono” method is some-
times used, and in these paintings
the method used is practically the | ==
same as in our own schools of art.
The finer elements of painting, such
as feeling, repression, color schemes,
etc,, are said by art critics to be su-
perblv demonstrated by a number
of the finer Chinese artists.—Spo-
kane Spokesman-Review.
