It was a beautiful day and 

impressive wene fcbat marked 
the ordination to the priesthood 
of Rev. B. P. Huske in St. Paul’s 
Episcopal church on Sunday. In 
order that the service be not too 
lon(T, morning prayer was said 
at 9:30, by Reŷ  W. J. Gordon, 
of Williamston, giving a short 
intermission before the ■ drdina'* 
tion which began at Í1, At this 
hour a’ congregation assembled 
that was so large as to complete­
ly overflow the church, many 
having to be turned away for 
lack of room.

After an opening hymn Rev.
R, W. Hogue, i o f Chapel Hill, 
who preached the Of dination ser« 
mon, announced his text 2. Cor.
6:3 and part of 4. His subject 
was “Character of t̂he minister 
consistent with his calling’’
He said that while men in other 
callings were morê or less chosen 
for their business qualiflcations 

^father than personal character,
 ̂when it comes to the minister of 
Christ he miust be a man of char 
acter, and that character be con­
sistent with, his calling. He said 
the minister must be a man of 
sacriflee, a man of faith, a man of 
prayer, a man of courage, a man 
of vision. Each of these qualifica­
tions were emphasized with force 
by the speaker and illustrated 
with beautiful figures. It was a 
sermon that made a deep impres* 
sionupon all who heard it, and was 
delivered with marked earnest- 
n̂ess and eloquence.

Then with Rt. Rev. Robert 
Strange, bishop of the diocese of 
Eastern Carolina, the impressive 
ordination service was said. The 
priest was presented by Rev, 
Isaac W. Hughes, of Fayetteville. 
The other clergy present and 
taking part in the service were 
Revs. P. N* Skinner, of Beaufort, 
and W* J, Gordon, of Williams» 
ton. At the conclusion of this 
Bishop Strange requested the 

^congregation to join in silent 
prayer during a space of two 
minutes for I îvine blessing and 
guidance upon the young priest 
then to be ordained. This was 
was done devoutly and it was a 
moment of deep solemnity and 
earnest supplication to the 
Heavenly throne. The bishop and 
all the visiting clergy then gath­
ered together that they might 
join in laying hands on the head 
of the kneeling priest. Bishop 
Sirange handed a Bible and stole 
to the priest with the commission 
of authority to enter upon the 
full duties and obligation of the 
priesthood.

SAND C U T ROAD NEGLECTED.

Several months ago a splendid 
sand-clay road .-was built for 
about two miles outward from 
the Atlantic Coast Line railroad. 
It cost considerable money to 
build this road, b u t . it was 
money well expended. The 
road was constructed by the 
county with convict labor, under 
the direction of a government 
expert road engineer, and was 
intended as an experiment and 
object lesson to the people of 
the county that they might see 
what good roads could be con­
structed of the material accesi­
ble. The building of this exper­
imental piece of sand'Clay road 
proved a great success. Every- 
body wanted to ride over it, and 
all who did so praised its excel- 
lence. It turned more people 
into good roads advocates than 
any other object lesson the 
the county has had.

Bui there is another side to 
this question, and it is that side 
The Reflector wants to empha­
size now. It matters not how 
well a road may be constructed, 
it is not going to remain good 
always unless some attention is 
paid to it afterward. We have 
heard it estimated that even 
macadamized roads cost about 
10 per cent, for perfect mainte­
nance. and that the hardest rock 
roads require attention to keep 
them* in order. But it seems 
this sand-clay road has had no 
special care since construction 
except what came from it being 
a part of the road over which the 
precinct road overseer had su 
pervision. And anybody ac­
quainted with the prevailing sys­
tem of keeping up county roads 
knows what this means.

This sand'clay road has suffer­
ed under the recent heavy rains, 
and several bad washes and cuts 
appeared. We are told that the 
way these bad places were re­
paired was by the neighborhood 
road hands throwing in a few 
shovels full of ordinary dirt. 
The idea of thinking a sanl-clay 
road can be repaired this way 1 
It 18 worse than the Scriptural 
injunction not to patch a new 
garment with old cloth. It 
wOuld be no greater folly to try 
to stop a leak in a metal or 
slate roof by nailing a shingle 
over the leak. Of course a sand- 
clay road should be repaired 
with the same material of which 
it is made.

The county commissioners 
should have some oae to look 
after this road, and not leave its 
care to the ordinary road over­
seer and neighbor road hands 
who in looking after the roads 
do no more than the law compels 
them to do -  and nobody blames 
them for it. 'Twere. foolish to 
have built this sand-clay road 
iiniess it is to be properly cared 
for.

When De FrenUly Enraged the Mob by 
Not Being Lafayetto.

In 1791 Baron de Frenilly wai 
staying m Auvergne. At that time 
Lafayette, the hero of two worlds, 
was expected to kke up his resi­
dence at Charaniac. Everybody 
was on the lookout for -him, and in 
his'“Kecollections” the baron givet 
an amusing story of being mistaken 
for the greatjgeneral. He writes: 

Having gone to Clermont to meet 
my cousin and not knowing what tc 
do while awaiting her arrival, I de-, 
cided to set off for Riom and bring 
back some of its famous pies. Sc 
I  ordered post horses and left early 
in the morning.

When passing through'Montfmr- 
rand, a league from Clermont, 1 
saw a huge crowd, and on asking 
for information found that Lafa­
yette was expected to arrive thaf 
very day.

In order not to meet him I  dou­
bled my pace, reached Riom in hali 
an hour and set off hack to Cler­
mont. ^

Everything went well as far as 
Montferrand, but on descending to­
ward Clermont I found the road 
from one town to the other lined 
with troops and people. However,’ 
I  continued to advance. But be­
fore I  had gone more than a few 
yards I heard-voices saying: *Tt is 
he! I t is h e r  

Away I  went like the wind. Bui 
the shouts outstripped me, and in 
á few minutes I w'as proceeding in 
the midst of a universal cry of 
‘Tong live Lafayette 1”

Traits of iho. Whistling Groundhog*of 
British Columbia.

The whistling groundhog occu- 
>ies as unique a position in the af- 
airs of the Indians of British Co- 
umbia as does the mowieh, or deer, 

among the same people.  ̂ This small 
quadruped attracts so little general 
attention that its importance to 
natural history would no doubt be 
overlooked were it not for the fact 
that it provides the source of im­
portant supplies to the Siwash. I  
nave never heard of the white nian 
attempting to rival the Indian in 
the chase of the groundhog, though, 
no doubt, when he becomes more 
generally known to civilization his 
numerous tribe will suffer a con­
siderable diminution from white 
hunters.

I  made the acquaintance of the 
"whistleri’ on a recent trip into the 
interior of British Columbia and 
found his kind flourishing wherever 
open grass lands were to he found. 
Pursuing the Indian trails, one may 
see them at any time. Their clear 
whistle, in a single soft note much 
like a boy’s first puckered attempt, 
‘may be heard for a long distance, 
and immediately all the groundhogs 
in the community within hearing of 
its sound scoot into their burrows, 
ánd as tho traveler proceeds the 
warning is passed from village to 
village, and the little mounds of 
dirt from their excavated homes, 
serving as lookouts,' are deserted 
till the strange intruder passes.

At other times when they are hot 
so watchful or perhaps the wind is 
dead or unfavorable they may bo 
seen and approached within rifle 
range. My companion said he hail 
shot many, but’ that they remained 
so close to their burrows when dan­
ger was about that they always suc­
ceeded in falling into the hole even 
if they were literally shot all to 
pieces. The Siwash do not attempt 
to shoot them,^ but set steel traps 
near their retreats and, eatchii^ 
them alive when they emerge, kill 
them.with an iron rod which is car­
ried for the purpose. They dry and 
store the meat for winter use, which 
is said to have a delicious flavor. 
The pelts are tanned vfith the fur 
on and pieced into beautiful quilts, 
which the hunter and prosj^ctor 
prize even higher than the four 
point Hudson bay blanket. They 
make a warm, dry cover for a frosty 
night and are light and readily 
lacked into a small compass.— 
¡rent Altsheler in Recreation.
