They are in much better 
position to stand low prices for 
money crops when they have 
well-filled smoke houses and 
barns.

When the McKinley bill was 
passed in 1890 everything went 
up. The price of living increas­
ed amazingly, and two years 
following the enactment o f the 
McKinley bill there was elected 
a Democratic president and con 
gress as a reminder to the Re 
publican party th a t there is i 
limit to the taxation which the 
consumer will stand, but the 
people’s memories are short 
sometimes and they would soon 
forget the rapid rise. If prices 
continue to soar the housewife 
will have ranch to do w ith the  
election next fall, and the great 
est campaigu argument w ill be 
at the counters of the retai 
stores throughout the U nited 
States.—Asheboro Courier,

Hombiiffsry Roi to Soed.

This talk of “ downward re­
vision” of the tariff is so langh- 
able in its absurdity that few 
people orparty organs, unless jnst 
enough to save their faces, have 
taken i t  up a t all. “ There was 
a great rush of importing mer­
chants in New Yorki, Philadel­
phia and other cities,” notes 
The Philadelphia Record, “ to 
get their woolen goods and other 
textile fabrics, including silks 
and hosiery with many other ar­
ticles, through the customhouse 
before the president’s signature 
was affixed to the fatal tariff. 
A t the same time goods to the 
value of millions were taken out 
of bonded warehouses to escape 
payment of the increased duties. 
Not less than twenty-five or 
thirty ocean-going steamers 
laden with goods arrived with 
all speed just in time to be too 
late* Such is the answer of the 
bufliuess world to the fool pleas 
that this is a downward revision 
of the tariff. Were the duties 
reduced, as its authors pretend, 
the importing merchants would 
have waited to the last hour in 
order to obtain advantage of the 
reductions.”  '

Ttble Mennort In a Moorish Gsntts- 
mtn’s Houss—A Particular Mark of 
Favor by ths Host to His Gussts 
That is Not Always Apprsciated.

During my stay In Fea I took every 
opportunity of gaining a closer insight 
Into the domestic life of the Inhabit* 
ants, and for that reason, writes Law­
rence Harris in the London Graphic, I 
heartily accepted an invitation to dine 
with Abdullah el Fast, the minister 
for foreign affairs.

On arriving at bis home I was ush­
ered Into a large room in which were 
seated five or six guests of high rank, 
Abdullah-. took me by the hand and 
gravely introduced me to tbe company.
A silken cushion was placed on the 
divan, upon which I seated myself.

The repast commenced with green 
tea served in small glasses. The cus­
tom of preparing this is peculiar to the 
country. To the principal native guest 
is given the honor of makingJhe tea.
In this case it was Balsuli, who, being 
under British protection, had been In­
vited to dinner in my honor. He ac­
cepted the Invitation to do the honors 
of the evening and ordered the ne- 
gress to place the native brass tráy In 
front of where he sat cross legged on 
the divaa The methods of proceeding 
are not such as would recommend 
^themselves to an English tea party.

Measuring out the tea in his hand, 
he dropped It In the pot. The negress 
slave then poured boiling water over 
I t  This was swilled around and the 
water poured off. The pot was then 
filled with huge lumps of loaf sugar, 
broken roughly from a sugar loaf, and 
a little mint was added. A small quan­
tity of the concoction was poured into 
a glass, 8ipi>ed and poured back again 
into the pot This process was con­
tinued until the required delicacy of 
flavor was reached.

The company then drank the custom­
ary three glasses of this slrupy mix­
ture, drawing It through their teeth 
with a sound like a horse drinking. As 
each glass was finished and replaced 
in the tray it was refilled and handed 
back by the “keeper of the po t” who 
was supposed to remember to whom 
each glass belonged. At a sign from 
the host the tray was removed, and 
another slave approached each person 
with a brass bowl, soap and towel and 
a bronze kettlf of warm water. Ths 
guests washed' Jheir right hands pre­
paratory to the dinner.

We all sat around a small table about 
six Inches high, upon which was placed 
the dish. Tlie courses were many and 
varied. As says the Hadith, “The 
blessing of God rests on the food taken 
with the fingers,” so all good Moham­
medans follow tho  ̂ words of thelf 
prophet No knife must be used on 
bread, and the small round loaves are 
broken up and handed around. The 
tajln, or stew. Is not difllcult to ma 
nlpulate, although the olives floating 
In argon oil slip through your fingers 
Miniature tugs of war occur with your 
vls-a-vls In the effort to dismember a 
fowl or divide tough meat 

As a particular mark of favor the 
host will from time to time place be­
fore you a little titbit which he has 
tom off with his greasy fingers. How 
ever your stomach rebela against it, 
you have to swallow the morsel. Dur­
ing the meal the national dish of cous­
cous Is Invarlnbly served. This dish Is 
made from broken. grains of wheat 
specially prepared by the women. It 
is served piled up. like a huge cone, 
with the meat on top. Each person 
scoops out Ills own little bole in the 
side and must not trespass on bis 
neighbor’s portion.'

To the Inexp^enCed It la difficult to 
manage the cpuscons without making 
in awful mess o f  it. The small jrrain 
must he Judldoialy compressed Into a 
loose ball and then shot Into the mouth 
with the Irfick of the thumb. The 
Moors take extreme delight in watch­
ing the IneffL*ctual efforts of Euro- 
pMUS who are in difficulties with tbctr 
couscous. Moors are very great eaters, 
and little conversation is carried on 
during the meal. A howl of water Is 
pnised from hand to hand for those 
wlio require drtnk. The last course 
fhJiabed, ths bowl and water are once 
miwe requisitioned and th e ,bands tud 
W uth  w a^sd.
