GOATS AS TRAIL MAKERS.

4 There it  a disposition among 
many well-meaning people to 
conceal the real condition of the 
crops with the hope or keeping 
the facts from the trusts and 
combinations that oppress the 
farmer, but to no avail. The 
trusts have the money to pay for 
securing the information at first 
hands and this they do. Last 
week a representative of the 
peanut trust was in Rich Square 
on his tour of inspection through 
the peanut belt. We have in­
formation from a source we con­
sider reliable that the" peanut 
cleauerihavo their representa­
tives OQ the road during toe 
months of July and August 
making personal inspection of 
the peanut fields, who report 
the conditions exactly as they 
find them. In this way the fac 
tories learn more about the con 
dition of the growing crops than 
the farmer can possibly know.— 
Rich Square Times

Plrofessiona! Cards

The brush eatjng instinct of 
the Angora goat is being sac- 
cesifully demonstrated on the 
Lassen National Forest in Oali- 
fornia where they are cutting 
trails for fire guards through the 
brushy areas on the slopes of the 
mountains.

The animals, which number 
8,000, have been divided into 
two bands and under the care of 
the herde rs are grazed within 
certain well defined areas so 
th at their work may be concen­
trated on the brush within 
those limits* The result is that 
they have practically killed 
nearly all the  brush in the 
course either by eating i t  up 
entirely, or by barking, as in 
the case of the heavy mauzanita 
bushes. At the beginning of 
the experiment there was some 
doubt as to the goats willing­
ness to eat the manzanita, but 
it  has been found that where 
there is little else they will just 
as readily attack it as any other 
bushes.

The grazing season was so late 
this year on 'the Lassen Forest 
that the goats did not begin 
operations until about the mid­
dle of June, but since then they 
have made rapid progress and 
the result promises to be a suc­
cess from every point of view. 
The trails will first be opened 
and then kept fi‘ee of sprouts by 
the goats, saving the govern- 
ment considerable labor in cut-
