One inevitable result of an at-
tempt to do too much is a fail.
ure to do anything well, Gov-

It
is undertaking to perform at
once everybhing that can be
classed as properly within its
scope as well as many things
that clearly belong to the States
and to individuals. QOongress
therefore manifests an incurable
tendency to shift its responsi-
bilities upon others, Thus the
most difficult undertakings, the
ones calling for the closest scrus
tiny and having  the most far-
reaching effects, are apt to be

“surrendered by the people’s rep-
resentatives into the hands of
persons who use more or less
arbitrarily only delegated power,

This habit has become s0
much a matter of course that,
although the congress which has
just adjourned conferred in
three instances almost sovereign
authority on the president, the
fact has excited less attenticn
than a change of some beggarly
fraction in-a tax-rate.

At this rate such authority as is
not lodged in the president, who
naturally must delegate many
of his excessive powers, will be
gcattered among special agents,
boards, commissions and tri-
bunals, while the old and famil-
iar instrumentalities of popular
govereignty remain inert and
perhaps helpless.

To govern themselves the peo-
ple must not lose their grip upon
the machinery which they estab
lish, The real governing, power

in this country is falling from
the hands of congress, which is
the people’s own agent, At.
tempting too much, that body
now is in danger of becoming a
mere board of registry for the
understudies whom it has set up
and encouraged.—New York
World.
