**Tuesday night I, with Depu-
ties R. Hyman, W. L. Tucker, G.
A, Jackson and T. A. Viek, left
Greenville about 12 o’clock to go
down near Stokestowr: to search
for an illicit distillery. We got
to the place about four o'clock
" and in & short while after get-
ting into the woods found a keg
‘of whiskey, over which I placed
Officer Vick with instructions to
arrest any party who attempted
to interfere, I told him that
John Brinson, a notoricus moon-
shiner, was likely to come that
way, this point being the intar-
gection of two paths leading to
the still. I gave him instrue-
tions to arrest Brinson if he
should eome along and informed
him that he was a very danger-
ous man. Brinson came along
after the still and a quantity of
. whiskey had been located. He
was halted by Vick apd he im-
mediately threw his gun to his
shoulder to shoot and Vick shot:
him down in the act of firing,
the shot entering his body under
the left arm as he raised his
gun This happened between
six .and seven o’clock in the
morping. Iimmediately ran to
scene of the shooting and found
John Brinson dead with gun ly-
ing across his breast with his
 thumb on hammer and {orefinger
on trigger. Bothbarrels of his
_gun were loaded with seventeen
buek shot to the shell, I after-
wards searched him, finding pis-
tol in his pocket.”

The coroner’s jury found "that
~ “John Brinson came to his death
by gun-shot wounds at the hands
of Argal Viek in self-defense.”

Frank Sutton, who is alsoa
notorious moonshines, and a
negro, named Desser Brimmage,
were captured and brought here
and placed in jail Wednesday

afternoon. The still, 30 gallons
~ of whigkey, 7 barrels of peach
beer and one barrel of molasses
were taken. The whiskey, beer
and molasses were poured out
and the still brought to Green-
yille with the prisoners.
~ Sheriff Tucker says this is the

third still he has captured which
_ wasrun by Brinson. He is mak-
