If all citizens 
were just like them New Bern 
would have no paper at all much 
less one that is as representative 
as those noW in the fielffendeav- 
onng and hoping one day to de­
velop into truly good news­
papers,

A newspaper pnblisher makes 
just as good a newspaper as bis 
receipts from subscriptions and 
advertisements will warrant him 
in making. I t  is always a pub­
lisher’s ambition to get, out a 
creditable sheet, but he can not 
do it on wind, and hot air cer­
tainly won’t take the place of 
money to pay expenses,

The better a newspaper is sup­
ported, the better paper it will 
be. I t  represents just , the 
amount of public spirit there is 
in a town, and sometimes it 
represents a good deal more.
