had been broken in the amount

of cotton consumed by Southern!

mills was the features of the
annual erop statement of Scecre
1tary ﬂester of the New Or-
leans Cotton Exchange. The
document forms the preliminary
report of Secretary Hester’s
annual review of the commercial
year.

The count of the commercial
crop showed it to be the largest
on record. 13,825,457 bales. The
previous largest commercial
crop was 13,565,885, marketed
in 1904.05. Last season's total
was only 11,571,966. '

The most important feature in

the report, next to the size of

the crop itself, was the state-
ment on the amount of cotton
consumed by Southern mills dur-
ing the season, which closed
today. Here all the records
were again broken, the total
being 2,568,873 bales. - This
poiat was regarded by the bulls
as being even of more import-
ance than the size of the crop
itself. It was taken as official
confirmation of the many stories
of the great expansion of cotton
manufacting in the South,

The figurers compared with

2,193,000 last season and 2,439,-
000 two seasons ago.

In the point of port receipts
another record was broken,
Net receipts at all ports of the
season were put at 10,062,845
bales against only 8,579,842 last
|year and 9,919,656 two years
ago.

From Mr, E. B, Ferguson,
secetary of the Greenwille To
bacco Board of Trade, .The
Reflector obtained the following.
record of the leaf tobacco sales
on the Greenville market for the
month of August, and compari-
son with corresponding month
o last year:

The total sales for the month
were 846,909 pounds for $62,701.-
47, an' average of $6 28 per
hundred pounds.

For the same month ip 1908
the sales were 1,652,467 pounds
for $122,886.41, an average of
$7.92 per hundred pounds.

‘These figures show that there
was nearly twice as much tobacco
sold in August 1908 as in August
1909, and the difference in
average price paid was $1.67 per
hundred pourds. It shows also
that the difference in price is
not so great as had been made
to appear from general com-
plaints, though of course the
price is lower than is desired,

and is some instances below the

cost of production.

The Reflector talked with
some of the buyers about the
difference in price, and they at

once pointed to the difference in;

receipts and the quality for ex-
planation.

They said that during August
of last year considerable good
tobaceo was included in the re-
ceipts, while during August of
this year nearly all that came in
was of the poorer grades. They
said further that if the same
proportion of good tobacco had
been in the reeceipts this year as
last, the average price would
have been brought up to as good
a figure as last year, but asthe
bulk of receipts so far this year
have beenthe commoner grades
it made a differenze in average,

Thirty braves appeared at the con-
test, and one of them won the prize.
When he saw the skix be turned it
over and said: “Ha, ha! Me kill him!
Me shoot him! See!” And he poloted
to the fatal bullet hole,

Then Barnes told them that they had
killed & donkey, a very useful animal;
but be was sure that they had done it
by mistake, believing it to be a wild
animal,

The Indians listened attentively to
the white man’s words and then con-
