As a matter of fact, it seems|
to me to be very unwise to send

a boy or girl to school until the
age of eight, at least, says Leon- |
ard Keene Hirshberg, M. D., in
The Delineator for October, In
America, six is the common age
for beginning with the three R’s,
and fourand a half the age for
kindergarten mummery, but it
is entirely improbable that this
early start is an advantage, even
if the mere accumulation of
knowledge be accepted as the
sole aim of education, The child
which begins school ateight is
far more capable of learning
quickly than the child which
begins at six; and at ten the
former is almost certain to know
as much as the latter, despite the
fact that one has had four years
of schooling while the other has
had but halfas much, And after
that there will begin to appear a
noticeable difference between the
two, The ome will. bear some
permanent mark of its too-early
bending over desk and slate; the
other will be a healthy animal.
