V sore and discouriiged.
‘‘Nobody in this whole section 

¿ begins to touch the stuff that I'm 
growing/’ he said hotly, “I’m a 
past master in the business. B u i 
what is the result? Every year I 
have stuff rotting here on the 
ground. I wouldn’t haul it  into 
Sown for the prices they pay. It’s 
ridiculous!’’ 1 

To me, however, that farmer 
himself was the most ridiculous 

.single thing in the whole story.
In an age of speeiilizing he had 

specialized.in the growing of fine 
fruits and vegetaMes. They were 
his hohby^ B u i he overlooked the 
fact that after his fruits were grown 
and ripened his work was only half 
done. Without connecting with a 
profitable market he might as well 
nave put in his time making mud 
pics in his back yard. Fifty miles 
away was a city which would have 

. grabbed for his produce. A main 
lioe of railro^ ran eigbt pasaenger 
trains into it  every twenty-four 
hours. Why didn’t he complete the 
work h j establishing market con­
nections?

But this was a sore spot with the 
farmer. A few years before he had 

. kept three or four Jersey cows, and 
the farmer’s wife was an expert 
buttermaker. In  some way an offi­
cial of an express company operat­
ing over the line of road through 
the village beard of this famous 
butter product and arranged to 
take the suradas without transpor­
tation cost and paying a sharp 
premium for it.
 ̂ But the farmer had made only 
one shipment and had quit in dis­
gust. Why? Simply b ^ u s e  the 
farmer’s wile always had used glazed 
crockery in which to handle milk 
and butter and in making the first 
six or eight pound shipment in a 

. vesael that had cost her 50 cents 
the citnr purchaser had failed to re­
turn the empty crock! Why had 
she used the croek for shipment? 
Oh, well, she had never used any­
thing else in the handling of but­
ter!

Yet not a few of the big business 
concerns of the country that are 
seeking foreign outlet for trade are 
no wiser than this farmer’s wife. 
They are producers of goods that 
are in foreign demand. Transpor­
tation rates are reasonable and di­
rect Prices are satisfactory. But, 
would jrou believe i t  these bidders 
for foreign trade will not pack their 
goods for shipment as the marke 
requires?

A few years ago a manufacturing 
concern in Chicago.sold a consign­
ment of neckties to a retail firm in 
British India. Instructimis for 
packing were that tin boxes should 
‘oe prepared, with covers, the ties 
placed inside and the eovers solder­
ed on closely. The Chicago house 
balked at this. I t  packed the tieâ

' as it  would have done were they to 
go to Baltimore or Denver and 
made the shipm ent Several weeks 
later notice came that the whole 
shipment bad arrtTed in a ruined 
condition. A small ^ b ,  recog­
nized in those seas, haa penetrated 

cardboard and wooden cover* 
ings and eaten the silk into ragst 
Chicago Tribune.

Th# S u p trttitio n  of .an  Enginesr and 
the Result.

Hailroad engineers have an ab> 
horteoce for an engine that ever 
has been in a wreck. This no doubt 
is due to their belief in the infalli­
bility of wrecks and other accidents 
coming in cycles or in occurrences 
of threes. “ When an accident hap­
pens on the road they wag their 
heads and wonder when the next 
pne will take place, and when the 
third has happened they breathe 
easier until another occurs to give 
them the chance to look for two 
more a p in . An engine that has 
been in only one wreck is looked to 
M sh  its cycle, and until it does so 
and gets a clean bill of health it is 
r e d d e d  as a hoodoo.

Friday has the same hold on the 
supemtitious fear of railroad men 
that i t  has in other quarters. Men 
will refuse to take a layoff on Fri­
day, and if  it is forced upon them 
they will'Hot fotum to work until 
the following Monday. Many rail­
road superintendents and trainmas­
ters coddle their men as far as they 
can in this superstition, but a gen­
eral regard for it would be impossi­
ble, else the railroad traffic of the 
country might come to a compara­
tive standstill some Friday.

There are thousands of stories 
rife in railroad circles that prove 
to railroad men that there is good 
reason for their fear of this or that 
hoodoo. Here is a true story of the 
number 13:

Several years ago one of the se­
verest snowstorms in the history 
of railroading swept the west. Be­
tween Chicago and Aurora drifts 
ten feet high obstructed traffic, 
and a snowplow, and engines were 
sent out to  clear the road. At a 
point on the road was a yardmas- 
ter, who is now a railroad superin­
tendent in St. Louis, and it is he 
who tells the tale.

“The snow bucking train was com­
posed of thirteen engines behind the 
plow,” says he. “In the front en­
gine was my older brother, who was 
the engineer of it. The superin­
tendent of the division was there 
supervising the work,

“When the train was made up 
and ready to start, the superintend­
ent told me to go with the head en­
gine. I  climbed aboard, and my 
irother asked me what I was doing 

there. I  replied that I  was to go 
g with him. ‘Do you know 

that there arq thirteen engines in 
this train?’ he asked solemnly. I 
told him I  knew all about it. ‘Well, 
there’s going to be*an accident,’ be 
said. *1 don’t want you on the en­
gine. When the accident comes 
one of us will be killed, perhaps 
both. Who is to look after our old 
father and mother then ?’

“I was young, and-I wasn’t very 
strong bn the thirteen superstition 
anyway, and I  told him he was talk­
ing^ like a sentimental kid. The 
superintendent approached us and 
must have heard the last part of 
the conversation, for he told me to 
stay in th e^ ard  and see that the 
road was kept clear.

“The snow huckers pulled out 
without me. They had not been 
out an hour when the journal burn­
ed, off on the front engine and drop­
ped the axle. It caused a rail to 
curl up and the end of it shot up 
through the floor of the cab and 
knocked the hat off the fireman. 
Had I gone on the engine my body 
would have been pierced by the rail, 
whirii wen^ through the seat where 
I  would have been sitting.”—St. 
Louis Post-Dispatch.
