The Cottoi Fitnre F i ^  Sort.
Much disappointment is being 

felt by a large number of farm­
ers throughout this section. be­
cause of the fact that they sold 
cotton for September and Octo­
ber delivery at a figure consid­
erably lower than the price of, 
spot cotton now. Middling cot»’ 
ton today was quoted at 12 1*2 
cents per ponod. Even as early 
as April and throughout May, 
June and July many farmers 
were anxious about the price of 
cotton during this fall and fear­
ing that there would be a large 
crop made throughout the South 

* sold portions of their crop. The 
sales were made on the basis of 
what futures were worth at that 
time. For instance, if October 
futures were 11 cents in May, 
farmers entered in a compact^ 
with exporters which stipulated ' 

that they should receive about 
10 90 for so many bales to be de­
livered in October. Large 
amounts of cotton were sold as | 
low as 10 and 11 cents and the í 
farmers must now fulfill their 
contracts although they will se­
cure from a half ceut to two .and 
a half cents under the market 
price now* The dealers expect 
the farmers who sold for future ■ 
delivery to come up promptly 
despite the fact that they will  ̂
lose some money. If cotton had 
gone to six cents instead of to 12 
and 13 cents the farmers who 
sold cotton would quickly de­
mand their contract price, say i 
the cotton men.—Anderson Mail.
