As one who is constantly 
thinking and working for the 
enforcement of our prohibition 
law. and who  ̂ is constantly 
studying the situation in all parts 
of North Carolina, both in person 
and by correspordetice, lot me 
say there is great need for the 
friends of law and order to be 
active at this time. Too many 
of our good citizens, who worked 
and voted for the law last year, 
are not working and voting for 
enforcement now. My purpose 

' in this communication is not to 
discount the good that is coming 
fromquF law or even intimate 
that the law is a failure, but 
rather to emphasize the necessity 
of vigilance and constant work 
on the part of friends of prohibí 
tion to the end that we may 
secure the very best results from 
our prohibition law.

Some of the communications 
coming to our office are alarming 
in their contents. A communi­
cation from a minister stated 
that he thought there are one 
hundred blind tigers in his town. 
We are constantly receiving 
letters that are telling of en­
forcement in varioug communi­
ties., I might add that in a cer- ‘ 
tain town in North Carolina on, 
one Saturday night, I made it a 
point to see for myself what was 
going on. and being a' comoara* 
tive stranger, 1 could place my­
self in a position to learn some 
things. In an hour and fifteen 
m inutes/I saw ‘ eleven people 
drunk; also saw a white man 
drunk, a negro half drunk, and 
three negro women drinking 
from the same tickler. This was 
in the middle of the street. I 
discovered, too, that in that por­
tion of the town, where lawness- 
ness was going on with a high 
hand at nine o’clock on Saturday 
night, that there was not an 
officer to be seen. I saw them, 
however, a few minutes later on 
the most prominent street in the 
town, where law and order was 
reigning.

This leads me to state that in 
some towns and bounties in our 
state, the officers are not doing 
their duty, and that the situation 
is in the hands of the, citizens 
for settlement. The only proper 
solution of this problem is for 
citizens to elect such officers as 
will be true to their duty in the 
enforcement of this law as 
well as others. Our General 
superintendent. Dr. ?• A. Baker, 
says: “ What is needed in most 
communites, after the saloon is 
abolished, is to go forward and 
abolish the public officials at the 
next election by electing only 
those who are friendly to the 
law. Friendly officials will en­
force the law and unfriendly offi­
cials will neither enforce it or 
permit you to do it.” As I see 
it. Just ahead of us in North 
Carolina is the agitation and el­
ection of such officers as have the 
courage of their convictions and 
manhood to do their sworn duty.

I want also in this connection 
to call the attention of our faith­
ful friends, the jireachers of 
North Carolina, to this matter of 
lawlessness. No one questions 
the fact that the Bible most em­
phatically teaches US as citizens 

. to “Submit ourselves to qyery 
ordinance of man.*’ Paul puts 
it, “Be subject to the higher 
powers,** and this Bible doctrine 
wasemphasized by maoyqhacfih^
in" their annual gathenn̂ ^̂ ^̂fall. It occurs to me, that at 
this stage iu the history of tem­
perance reform in our state, it is 
needful for the pastors to preach
