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DR. LEWIS A PITT COUNTAIN

The American Public Health
Association held a meeting the
latter part of October in Rich-
mond. In some subjects on the
~ convention written by Mr. Gas-
ton Lichtenstein for the Jewish
Record, of Richmond, we find
this reference to a prominent
North Oarolinian who was a na-
tive of Pitt county:

f& Lewis, of Raleigh, president for

1908 of the North American or~
ganization,

Richard Henry Lewis, born
near Falkland, Pitt county, in
the Old North State, on Febru-
ary 18, 1850, attended in turn
the Universities of North Oaro-
lina and Virginia, graduated
from the University of Mary-
land (1871) s a physician, prac
ticed in Tarboro 1878-4, since
which time he has resided in
Raleigh.

He has held many prominent
positions, but what is of imme
diate interest concerns his labor
in the field of hygienic science.
Since 1892 Dr. Lewis has been
secretary and treasurer of the
North Qarolina State Board of
Health, .

On picking up the transactions
of the second, third and fourth
annual conferences (which were
conveniently at hand) of State
and territorial health officers,
with the United States Public
Health and Marine Hospital
Bervice, I find Dr. Lewis repre-
senting North Oarolina and tak-
ing a noteworthy part in the
discussions.

This conference must not be
confounded with the A merican
Public  Health Association,
which bestowed upon Richard
Henry Lewis the highest office
in the organization,
