N. C. 13.*~The 
Farmers’ National Congress was 
the chief point of interest here 
from Nov, 4th to 9th, The ses­
sions were held in Pullen Ha! 
and many of the students 
availed themselves of the oppor* 
tunity to hear addresses by some 
of the most eminent men in 
American agriculture today. 
Among the speakers were Secre­
tary James Wilson, Andrew M. 
Soule and other prominent agri­
culturalists. ̂  Thirty-seven States 
were represented by men who 
are leaders in cbeir respective 
states. They were men of suffi­
cient intelligence to discuss wise 
ly all economic questions which 
confront the farmers of the 
nation 4oday.

places of worship on a day of 
¡hanksgiving appointed by the 

civil magistrate to return thanks 
0 God for the great mercies 

and benefits which they have 
enjoyed.

“During the past year we 
bave been highly blessed, No 
:reat calamities of flood or 
empest or epidemic sickness 
lave befallen us.!We have lived 
in quietness undisturbed by wars 
or rumors of wars. Peace and 
the plenty of bounteous crops 
and of great industrial produc­
tion animate cheerful and 
resolute people to all the renew­
ed energies of beneficient indus­
try and material and moral 
prM^ess. It'is altogether fitting 
that We should humbly and 
greatefully acknowledge the 
Divine sourceof these blcMÍngs.

“Therefore I appoint Thursday, 
the twenty-fifth day of Noveip- 
ber, as the day of general thanks­
giving aside from their usual voca­
tions, to repair to their churches 
and unite in appropriate services 
and thanks to Almighty God.
