THE PROGRESS OF OUR SCHOOLS.

By PROF. W, H. RAGSDALE, Supt

The following breif summary of
facts, showing the educational progress
and status of the public schools of
Pitt county, will probably be of in-
terest to the public.

There are six thousand white chil-
dren in Pitt county, and ninety per-
cent. of these are enrolled in the
schools, the average attendance being
eighty per cent. of the enrollment.
The county has five large -graded
schools employing from five to four-
teen teachers in each school: These
schools are so located that, at least,
one fourth of the children in the coun-
ty are enrolled in them. There are
twenty schools employing two teach-
ers in each school. Thése schools pos«
(8ess every modeérn convenience and
are largely attended. There are fifty-
five ‘modern, up-to-date school build-
ings in the county, erected in accord-
ance with the State plan for such
schools.

Value of School Property.

The valué of school property has in-
creased in the past seven years from
$14,230 to $75,000. This does not in-
clude the magnificent plant erected
during the past year by the State, in
-Greenville, known as the East Caro-
lina Teachers’ Training School. Should
this be.included, the white school prop-
erty of the county will now be, in
round numbers, $300,000. The appro-

Contrary to the prevailing notion, the
inventor of the tale with a distinctive-
ly Christmas flavor was an Ameriean,
It is likely that it would occur to few
Amerlcans and to no Englishman to
dissent If it were asserted in their
presence that Charles Dickens origi
nated the Christmas story, His name
Is so inseparably connected with-so
much of the holiday literature en-
shrined in the popular heart that it is

" small wonder the mention of Christ-
mas suggests him. The credit of the
“literary find,” however, must be given
to another, a man who was at the end
of his thirties when Dickens was born,
who had been at Malta when Nelson's |
fleet salled away to Trafalgar, who had
visited Sir Walter at Abbotsford and
had captivated him and who was aft-
erward secretary to the United States
legation in England. That, of course,
means Washington Irving.

Irving’s first book, “The Sketch-Book

.. of Geoffrey Crayon, Geut.,” had pleased
everybody, so much so, indeed, that it
was republished by John Murray in
London and translated into several con-
tinental languages. Both the publish-
ers and the public were urging him to
do something equally meritorious, - No-
body realized more keenly than did the
author of the exquisite work the diffi-
culty of producing its mate, and he
was not & man to be driven into medi-
ocrity. Three years later he published
“Bracebridge Hall,” and the chapter of
that masterpiece of literary workman-
ship entitled “Christmas at Bracebridge
Hall” was the ploneer holiday tale of
English literature and has furnished a
model for subsequent fictionists which
has seldom been equaled and never
excelled. Itn easy grace and felicity of

“expression were a revelation to every-
body in those days, and the wonder
and the charm are potent still,

and vanish politely when we are weary
of their presence,

Bret Harte never made a- gecret of
his admiration for the creator of Little
Nell and Tom Pinch. Like I'aul at
the feet of Gamaliel, he was content to
receive his lesson from the man he
acknowledged to be his master. Not
until after Dickens had finished his
work did the young lterary light who
stood revealed in the far western firma-
ment learn that his model had seen
that exquisite elegy “Dickens In
Camp” and had been heard to express
his admiiation of it in the most gen-
erous terms. The dying novelist de-
clared that the work of the new Amer-
fean  writer contained such subtle
strokes of workmanship as no- other
writer in the language had yet ex-

humorous gleam in his weary eyes,
“Don’t you think that his manner is
very like my own?"’

Like Dickens, Harte bhad a gennine
fondugss for the doings of Yuletide.
One who knew him best says that up
to the last day of his life “he thought
much of the Christmas season and to
the last kept up the fond and. foolish
custom of sending generous presents
to his friends.” Better appreciated in
England than in his native country,
Harte spent the later years of his life
abroad, but his stories were to the last
distinetively American. In that ad-
mirable performance entitled “How
Santa Claus Came to Simpson's Bar”
there is no flavor of the old world
Christmas, and Johnny, clothed in the
stars and stripes, is a young American
of the most unmistakable sort.
