Heralding the Great Visit

A fine view of Ha'ley’s comtet
on this appearance is promiged us
by the astronomers In 1835 the
visitor was on the other side of
the sun from our planet when
opportunities for observation
would otherwise have been best;
its tail streamed out in the oppo-

ite direction and could not be
seen, Oa May 18, 1910, we shall
pass right through the tail though
at a distance of some 12,500,000
miles from the nose and conse-

pefall. The comet will also pass
very near Venus, whcs2 close re-
semblance to the earth in size
will make some interesting com-
parisons possible. Though mzany
ti nes larger than these planets
in volume, the comet is'much in-
ferior in mass or weight, and as
compared with such huge bodies
as Jupiter and Saturn possesses
hardly any mass at all. - Its frag-
mentary and gaseous bulk bas
negligibly little gravitational in-
fluence over the planets as it
penetrates their orbits. while it
is itself influenced powerfully,
Free from all apprehension and
with a magnificent spectacle in
prospect, we can all anticipate
eagerly those weeks when the
most famous comet attached to
our sun shall blaze before sun-
rise in morning sky.—Char-
lotte Observer.
