WOODLANOITEMS.

Chapel Hill, N. C., March 14.— 
Dr. Eben Alexander, Dean of the 
University of North Carolina died 
In Knoxville, Tenn., last Friday. 
He was on a leave of absence 
from the University an<L was 
spending the time at his old home 
in Knoxville. Dr, Alexander 
was born in Knoxville, March 9, 
185L He entered Yale in 1869. 
While there he was one of * the 
most popular and prominent 
members of the class of 187Ó. 
He was a member of Psi Upsi- 
turn, the Honor Order of Skull 
and Bones, and the scholarship 
society of Phi Beta Kappa.

After graduation he became 
tutor in the University of Ten­
nessee, later professor of ancient 
languages and then chairman of 
the faculty. He gave up this 
position to become professor of 
Greek at the University of North 
Carolina in 1887. In 1893 Presi­
dent Cleveland appointed him 
envoy extraordinary and minis 
ter pleni potentiary to Greece, 
Roumania and Servia. His sf r 
vices as minister were commend­
ed by leading newspapers in 
Greece and America. Oiie of 
the many good things that he 
did was to have a part in the re­
vival of the great Olympic ̂ amcR.

*Tt is a far cry from the 
Acropolis^ a professor's chair 
a t Chapel Hill", says htn kiris- 
man, Piof. E. P. Moses, in Ashe's 
Biogmphical History, "but when 
his term of office" expired the 
diplomat gladly put aside the 
business of the nation to take up 
ag8^n his work for the young 
men of Nohh Carolina," In 
1897 Dr. Alexander l.-ft the 
Greek court to return to his du­
ties here. In 190Í} he was elect­
ed Dean of the University, a po­
sition which he has since held 
with great honor. He was buried 
Sunday afternoon in Knokville. 
Saturday all exercises in the 
University were suspended in 
honor of this scholar, diplom it, 
and teacher,

I Nitroglycerin, discovered by an 
Italian chemist in 1845, is a com.-' 
pound of ordinary glycerin and 
nitric acid and is the ingredient 
which gives to dynamite its cxplo- 
live strength. Nitroglycerin alone 
is extremely dangerous to handle 
and for this reason and for the 
sake of convenience ‘ is made into 
giant powder, 30 to 80 per cent of 
the deadly liquid btfing vvorked into 
a putty-like mass resembling brown 
au ^ r, the base being roitenstone, 
sawdust, earth, plaster of paris or 
black powder. Dynamite proper is 
prepared by Wffeading with the hare 
hands 25 per cent of infusorial earth 
and 75 per cent of nitroglycerin. 
Before mixing the earth is calcined 
in a furnace in order to burn out all

Nitroglycerin is made of n itr i^  
acid one part and sulphuric ueid two 
parts, to which i.s added ordinary 
glycerin, the mixture being well 
washed with pure water.

The <‘cllular jwrts 
receive the nitroglycerin and hold 
it by capillary attraction.
