Whereas by the act of con­
gress approved July 2,1909. the 
Thirteenth Decennial Census of 
the United States is tobe taken, 
beginning on the fifteenth day 
of April, nineteen hundred and 
ten; and o

Whereas a correct enumeration 
of the population every ten 
years is required by the corsti- 
tutl)n cf the United States for 
purpose of determ'ning tlu 
representation of the several 
States in the House of Represen 
tatives; and

Whereas it is of the utmost 
importance to the interests of rii 
the people of the United States 
that this census should he a ccm- 
plete and accurate report of the 
population and resources oí ike 
country:

Now, therefore. I, William 
Howard Taft, President of the 
Uuiled States of America, do 
hereby deciare'^and make known 
that, under che act afcresaid, it 
is the duty of every permn to 
answer all questions on the cen­
sus schedules applying to him and 
the family to which he belongs, 
and to the farm occupl d by him 
or his family, and that any adult 
refusing to do so is subject to 
penalty.

For the due protection 
of the rights and interests of the 
persons furnishing information 
every employee of the census 
bureau is prohibited, under heavy 
penalty, from disclosing any 
information which" may thus 
come to his knowledge.
