The entire community was 
greatly shocked Monday evening, 
when the , announcement was 
made tiiat Mr. George W. Baker 
had died suddenly aboujtfi o’ldock 
at his home on Fifm street, 
While Mr. Baker had been in 
poor health for some'years and 
could get about but little, his end 
was not supposed to be so near. 
He was up as usual Monday, and 
only a short whilé before his 
death was out looking at his gar* 
den. Suddenly he complained of 
a very peculiar feeling, went in 
the bouse and hada physician 
summoned. The physician ar* 
rived Quickly and administered 
medicine, remarking that he 
thought the patient would be all 
right in a short while. As the 
doctor was about to leave he 
turned to look again at Mr. Baker 
and noticed that he was dying, 
and quickly he passed away while 
sitting in a chair,

George Washington Baker was 
about 55 years of age,  ̂He was 
a native of Bertie county and 
raised on the farm. In his early 
manhood he engaged inmerchan* 
dising in Harrelsviile and became 
quite successful in this business. 
As bis,husines8 grew he extended 
his efforts to other towns, later 
saving an interest in stores 
in Lewiston, Greenville and 
Eocky Mount, making his home 
in Lewiston until about four 
yearn ago. Hfs business in 
Greenville was in the firm of 
Baker t  Hr. Hart coming 
here from Bertie county in 1896 
to establiah^aml manage their 
hardware store here.

The busineM» here brought Mr. 
Baker to Greenville occasionally, 
and he made many friends here. 
In 1904 he married Miss Lina 
Sheppard, of this town, continu* 
ing to make his home in Lewis* 
ton about two years after mar* 
riage, When his Health broke so 
that he could not take] active 
part In looking aftef business, he 
moved to Greenville and made 
his home bore. He is survived 
by a wife and one child,' two 
brothers m ú  one sister.

The funeral will take place at 
6 o’clock this evening, services 
conducted by Bev.

Baltimore, May 16.—In a vol­
uminous report presented by thé 
temperance committee at the 
Southern Baptist. Convention, 
today President Taft is commend 
ed for his example of toia! 
abstinence and for His action on 
insisting on changed regulations 
governing the issues of the 
Doited States special táx receipts 
of ^reuil liquor daalers whereby 
the^infamoas work of the so call* 
ed boot leggers and other violatorá 
of prohibition laws will be render­
ed hazardous.”  This action of 
the nation’s chief executive, the 
eommittee reported will render 
’’boot legging” impossible with­
out detection under proper state 
eoacl menta and enforcements.

The committee recommended 
that congress enact laws which 
will protect states from the in­
terstate shipments of liquor into 
dry territory and remove what­
ever pvotectijn internal revenue 
tax receipts may give to vendors 
of liquors in localities where the 
sale of iQuor is prohibited by 
law.
