Governor Aycock then took 
up his th ^ e  of education (be 
was known as our educational 
governor) and said he would 
repeatwhat hehad uttered sev­
eral times bkore, that he Is in 
favor of educating everybody, 
and be would go even further 
and say be was ip favor of edu­
cating everything. Education is 
not only good for people, but it 
is good for animals apd vege- 
tablea We call it improving tiie 
Irish potato when we inmase 
its value as a food product, but 
we are only educating the potato. 
We call it breaking a mule when 
we go about training the young 
animal for service, but we are 
merely educating him. II educa* 
tion is good for potatoes and 
mules, it is better for folks.

If we educate emybody, dees 
it mean everybody will be equal? 
Not at all. One star differs from 
another star in glory. It is not 
tot us to say who will begreatoit 
and who will be least, that is for 
God to detormipe. But ibis our 
duty to give all án equal chance 
and then let Gkid clmoié the 
greatest from aomig them. If 
we edoeato everybody, tome wlli 
eonttoue to U  and some
will oCmtinue to split ndls.

He referred to the fact 
that to  establish the school the 
the town of Greenville and coun­

(K)0, and the State had appropri­
ated a little less than |%,000. 
Ground* was broken and work on 
the buildings began July 2nd, 
1908, and the first session of the 
school opened Oct. 6th, 1909, 
Six buiiiings, were erected ard 
while all the equipment for the 
school had been ordered in time,
