CoNutjr E iecothe Committee Adopts 
Tliis Method of XomlMtiiig I ĵ sUi- 
tive, County and Townhip Oflleers.

At a meeting of the Democratic 
executive committee of Pitt county, 
held in Greenville, on Wednesday, 
July 27th, 1910, the following resolu­
tion was adopted relative to the .hold- 

' ing of voting prlniaries at all the 
voting precincts of the county, 
to nominate legíslathe, county and 
township candidates:

Be it iesolved, by the. Democratic 
executive committee of Pitt county, 
in session this day. that a  primary 
election be held for the county of R tt, 
on Saturday, the 10th day of Sept­
ember, ,1910, for the purpose of nomi­
nating Democratic candidates for the 
legislative, for the county officers, 
township officers and. for township 
executive conunltteemeu at which pri­
mary election all Democratic voters 
who are entitled to vote at the gener­
al election, to be held in November, 
1910, shall be allowed to vote.

That saiíKpritáary election shall be 
held and conducted in the several pre­
cincts at the places that î are provid­
ed by law for holding the genferal 
elections, and that the same shall be 
opened and kept open from 7 o'clock 
a. m., until 6 o'clock p. m.» in all the 
voting precincts of said county; and 
the said primary election shall be 
held and conducted in accordance 
with the plan for primary elections 
prescribed by the State Democratic 
executive committee.

At the close of the voting, the poll 
holders, in the presence of all such 
Democrats as may choose to attend, 
shall proceed to count the' ballots, 
and make a list of ̂ the persons voted 
for and the office and the number of 
votes received by each person for each 
of said offices, and they shall sign 
such list in duplicate and send the 
original thereof, immediately to the 
chairman of the county ex*cutlvc 
committee, and the copy thereof to 
the chairman of the township execu­
tive coiumittee; and for the puri>ose 
of asCi"<aloging and declutiag Ihe re­
sult of said primary election, the 
Democratic executive committee of 
Pitt county shall meet In the 
ofjGreenVilleron the Tuesday folio.*/■ 
ing said primary election, at 11 o’clofx 
a. m. and shall open, tabulate, can­
vass and declare the result of said 
primary election in accordance with 
the Democratic plan of orgalnisatlon.

That all persohs who are to be 
voted for at the said primary election 
for legislative, county and township 
offices shall cause to be filed with the 
chairman or secretary of the county 
executive committee on or before the 

^ 5 th  day of September, 1910, a writ­
ten notice of their candidacy, and 
shall pay to the treasurer of the 
county executive committee such sum 
as shall determined by the execu­
tive committee of the county, lus in 
their opinion may be his or their 
necessary part for defraying the ex­
penses incident to holding said pri­
mary election.

Tbat all matters and;things arising 
in respect to the holding of said pri­
mary elections, are hereby referred 
to the central executive committee of 
Pitt county, with full power to act 
and their action shall be deemed and 
held to be the action of the county 

- executive committee.

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Cost of War and Disease.
The ratio of mortality in war, for 

two hundred years* has been 4. from 
disease to 1 from bullets. In the 
Mexican and Civil wars this ratio was 
3 to 1. In the* Boer war the ratio 
w'as 7 to 1. In the Spanlsh-Ameri- 
can war, owing to lack of sanitary, 
tíiis ratio reached the maximum—14 
to 1. In the Russo-Japanese war, 
where the laws of sanitation were 
enforced with rigid military discip­
line, the ratio of centuries wtm revers 
ed, and the mortality was 1 from dis­
ease and 4 from bullets.

More lives are lost each year in the 
United States from preveutable dis­
ease than have been lost in all our 
ware co.ubii.od—Indian, Revolution­
ary, War of 1812, Mexican, Civil, and 
Spauish-American. In the Spanish- 
Americaii war about flve soldiers died 

.from typhoid fever to every on© kill­
ed by shot and shell. The United 
States mustered a hundred thousand 
soldiers to rid Cuba of the Spaniard, 
and sent three «men to Cub  ̂ to rid 
the island of yellow fever, the plague 
of the topics. The Spaniard was driv­
en out and yellow fever was con­
quered. The city of Havana,* from 
1850 to 1900, spffered an annual aver­
age loss of 750 Uvea from this dis­
ease. In addition, there was an annu­
al average sickness from this disease 
of 2,250 others. The tlnancial loss 
through the destruction of productive 
energy from death and Eleknest, from 
dimlnli bed 4rade as a result of the 
prevalence of a fearful epidemic, and 
from expensive and unnecessary quar­
antine. amounted to an annual aver- 

lost of over S200.000. Since the 
dli^ovcry of the easy mothod of con- 

the dlsegae- that is since 1900 
—there has been an annual, average 
of only four deaths from yellow fe '̂er 
In Havana. Most of these cases c'ou- 
tructed the disease elsewhere and do- 
\elotH:d the fv cr ffJ-T visiiing Ha­
vana. Commerce is no longer afraid 
to enter thto haiiiOr, even when a case 
or two of Yellow Jack (there are nev- 
1 . cure) exists. No more expensive

and unnecessary quárantlne burdens 
the tax payers. And. as in Havana, 
go In Rio de'Janeiro, the Canal Zone, 
and elsewhere.» Major General Leon­
ard Wood has said that the dlsUovery 
of the method of controlling thSs dis­
ease saves the commercial Interests 
Of our country each year more than 
the entire cost of the Spanish-Ameri- 
can war.

Disease is far more costly than war, 
and the results of disease prevention 
more humane and more valuable to 
the race. And yet* of the total annu­
al expenses of our National Govern­
ment for 1909, $800,000,000, $560,000- 
000 or 70 per cent went for pensions 
and the army and the navy, or for 
wars past and wars anticipated; only 
3 per cent was spent directly and In­
directly for health, and only 1 per 
cent was spent directly for health. 
Our own State Government Is spend­
ing two dollars for military equip­
ment to one for public health—not 
too much for our three regiments, but 
loo little for our people’s.—State 
Board of Health Bulletin.

As to Juries.
The miscarriage of justice in our 

present jury system has become re­
cently more of a rule than the ex­
ception, and the demand from all 
quarters for a re-adjustment of the 
Jury suytera to overcome thlf» pcm 
tent evil has brought about thor­
ough discussion and at the same time 
a feeling everyw'here that the old 
jury system is Inadequate and should 
be dispensed with and some system 
adopteci to guarantee conviction for 
crime which too often goes unpunish­
ed. We believe that the professional 
juror is a remedy, who could qualify 
only after rigid inspection and whose 
position to be permanent at a salary 
commensurate with his calling.

A potent Inconsistency In our, legal 
process Is the fact that while we ex­
act from our judges the highest quali­
ties of legal knowledge and while our 
attorneys must keep within the bounds 
of professional rectitude—that after 
employing men of the higher mental 
ability to expound the law, the dici- 
sions Involving both finance, life or 
liberty are put in the* hands of men 
who haven’t suflicient learning to com 
prehend a tenth of what they have 
heard, while the question of their fit­
ness is seldom inquired into. An 
ideal jury would consist in our mind, 
of five judges of the law, men of 
legal learriing, of broad education and 
with a sympathetic attitude towards 
humanity. These—men of course, 
should be of high character, of ab­
stemious habits and should have 
a liberal salary, holding office under 
good behavior, not only would justice 
be meted out with such an arrange- 
msat, but economy of individual, city, 
county and state moneys would fol­
low by the adoption of such a meas­
ure.—High Point Enterprise.

Judge Cooke’s Mistake.
While Superior Court was in ses­

sion at Raleigh a few days ago, a 
distinguished member of the Monroe 
bar entered the crowded court room 
and passed within the space reserved 
for members of the legal profession 
and other offenders. A whiskey sell­
ing case was being tried at the time, 
and a witness for the State was testi­
fying about having seen the defend­
ant handing out drinks. Just at this 
juncture Judge Cooke looked up and 
saw the Monroe attorney looking for 
a seat, and he called out, "Mr. Sheriff
give Mr. a drink,—er—I mean a
chair.” The roar of laughter that 
followed the judge’s little mistake, 
was unanimous—Charlotte Observer.

According to State Organiser J. Z. 
Green the principal idea which the 
Fanners’ Union desires to pro­
mulgate throughout North Carolina 
at this time has to do with the 
economic advantages of producing a 
living at home rather than the nearly 
exclusive utilization of farms for the 
production of a money crop and the 
consequent dependence upon the 
stores for the actual necessities of 
life. As a secondary matter the 
union furnishes a means for a co-op- 
oration in the esi^ltahmeii^ of cotton 
gins cotton seed oil mills, roller 
flour mills, warehouses and other 
such enterprises.—Charlotte Observer

“Tolaranis” In Coins.
The mint allows a certain degree of 

"tolerance" in coins. For example, the 
gold double eagle’s standard weight is 
616 grains, and the “tolerance” allowed 
ia half a grain. A coin of this denom­
ination may weigh as little as 515^ 
grains or as mncb as 516^ grdln^, but 
never leM than the first tnore 
than the second figure. , The Standard 
weight of tbe silver half dollar is 192.9 
grains; and the tolerance allowed is 1.15 
grains. This coin may weigh as little 
as 191.4 grains and as nmcb as 194.4 
grains, but never le«i than the first 
nor more than the second figure. Tbe 
standard fineness of all gold and silver 
coins Is 900. In tbe gold coins a devia­
tion of only one one-thousandth from 
this is allowed and in the silver coins 
of only three one-tbonsandtb. Tbe so 
called five cent nickel coin is really 
only 25 per cent nickel, tbe rest being 
copper. One cent pieces are 95 per 
cent copper and 5 per cent tin and 
zinc.—Philadelphia Record.^

DECAY OF TIN.

R .m .rk .b l .  A lttration Whlclj T .kM  
Place In the Metal. '

Anything made of tin. It seems, is 
doomed tb a brief exlsttmce. This 
metal is subject to a remarkable kind 
of alteration, a species of disease^ to 
whicb it to liable. When exposed to 
the nlr tin undergoes .no chemical 
change, os do Iron and copper, which, 
of course, chemically combine with tbe 
oxygen or with water. The tin, how 
ever, still remains metaillc tin. bat 
gradually becomes gray and dull and 
falls to fine powder.

Tbe disease to “catching.” It infecte 
or induces tbe same change in other 
masses of tin In the immediate neigh­
borhood. We are told tbat In a Bus- 
elan Imperial magazine, In place of tin 
uniform buttons, little heaps of powder 
wore found. A conslgmqent of Bauku 
tin sent from RoUerdum to Moscow 
Id i877 arrived at the barer place hi 
the form of powder. This alteration 1* 
due to a change in tbe internal crys 
ttUlne structure of the metal and Is 
ftnalogoas to the slow transformatloQ 
of monqclUiic sulphur to rhombic sul 
phnr. As a result, objects of tin of 
archaeological interest are rare. Those 
that have been found have been in the 
form of fartbenwarb vessels, knobs, 
etc., which have .been found in the 
Bwtss lake dweUings coated with tin 
(oil. Casslterite'or tiustone to the sin­
gle ore from which the tig Inis been 
obtained ill any. qunntlty.-Knowledge 
and Scientific News, London. • <

A Grewsoms “Charm."
One of the most grewsotne “charms" 

is that which was at one time exten­
sively used as a cure for wens. The 
hand of a dead criminal stiU banging 
had to be rubbed three tim ^ over 
the wen. A correspondent in London 
Notes and Queries some few years 
since-wrote tbat many persons were 
then living who in their younger days 
bad undergone tbe ceremony, always, 
they maintained, with complete suc­
cess. “On execution days at Nonh- 
ainpton,” he adds, “numbers of suffer­
ers used to congregate around the 
gallows In order to receive the ‘dead 
stroke.’ as it was termed. At tbe last 
execution whicb took place In that 
town a very few only were operated 
upon, not so much in consequence of 
decídase of faith as from the higher 
fee demanded by the hangman.’’

Ths Great Meteorio Shower That 
Soared Foike In 1833. ^

In Scharf 8 “Chronicles of Baltimore' 
there to a vivid deseriptlou of the star­
ry-hailstorm, the fiery meteoric show­
er, of 1833, and old files of newspapers 
are made luminous at that date with 
the Impressions of editors and contrib-. 
utors. One writer said it was the 
grandest and most charming sight ever 
presented to tbe vision of man. Awak­
ened from sleep, he sprang to the win­
dow. thinking the house was on fire, 
but when he looked. out he beheld 
stars, or fiery bodies, descending like 
“torrents.” The shed “in the adjoin­
ing yard to my own," he wrote, “was 
covered with stars, as I supposed, dur­
ing the whole time.” Professor 01m- 
stead of Yale college thought that tbe 
exhibition was the finest display of 
celestial fireworks that had been wit­
nessed since the creation of the world, 
although he, too, while knowing Its 
character, i was sufficiently imbued 
with the theological spirit of the time 
to believe that It was a solemn portent 
that carried a divine warning.

One editor whose comment upon this 
phenomenon was probably more quoted 
than any other he ever made said: 
“We pronounce the raining fife which 
we saw on Wednesday morning an 
awful type, a forerunner, a merdful 
sign, of that great and dreadful day 
which the inhabitants of tbe earth will 
witness when the sixth sea! will be 
opened. Many things occurring In the 
earth tend to convince us that we efe 
now in the latter days."

The ‘‘Fomato.” *

Somewhere we have read that Bur­
bank, the wizard out in Calofornla 
who ean gather figs of thistles and 
make dollars grow like apples on the 
trees, has jferfected a plant he calls 
“the pomato,” a combination of the 
tomato and Irish patato that produ­
ces potatoes underground and toma­
toes on top. Last week we saw such 
a combination, but Burbank had noth­
ing to do-with it. Mr. W. B. Hunt» 
of Tyro, fetched a bunch of potato 
tops to town clinging to which were 
small,green balls that looked like 
young tomatoes and which, when cut 
open, revealed an array of seeds like 
a tomato. The plants produced Irish 
potatoes in the ordinary way. Mr. 
Hunt plants the "Copper Eve” pota­
toes and says that after several sea­
sons the seed will “run out”\^that to 
the type of potato changes from spot­
ted to all white or all blue tubers. 
Last spring he planted new seed but 
did not have quite enough' to finish 
out a row so he planted some Of the 
potatoes he had raised last year. Last 
year he had tomatoes near thp poto- 
toes; but none this year.. In the 
part of the row where he planted the 
home-raised tubers these tops grew 
which! produced the tomatoes.—Lex­
ington Dispatch.
