Performed In Japan.

The tragic ending of a Japanese
love story is reported by the .apan
Chronicle from Tsuzukl, a little seaside
village in the proviuce of Shizuoka.

Committing “shinju,” as lovers' sui-
cides are called in Japan, is such an
ordinary occurrence that little atteo-
tion is attracted by it, but this tragedy
was followed by something exceptiunal
in Japaon.

When the two bodies, still bound to-
gether, were washed ashore the otli-
cials who examined them turoed them
over to their respective parents. The
villagers wefe so deeply affected that
they called upon the two bereaveéd
families to “do justice” to the boy
and girl by uniting them in marriage
after death. ‘The mayor of the village
was espécially insistent that the rites
