DEATHS Bjr YIOLENCE AINTEBTILLE CORRESPONDENCE.

W ashington,, September 27.—Ex­
ternal causes, ether than suicide, 
were responsible for 47,135 of the 
deaths reported for the census regis­
tration area for 1009, It is stated in 
the Census Pureau’s annual bulle­
tin on mortally statistics lor .^1909 
now in press. The death rate de­
clined fwm 97.9 to 96.9 per 100,000 
estimated population.

The total number of deaths from 
homicide, as reported for 1909, was 
2,854, a decrease of 149 from the 
number compiled for 1908. Not all 
ddaths from homicide are specified 
so that he total number that actually 
occurred would be in excess of that 
compiled. The Increase *ln the death 
rate, 5.9, from this cause for 1909 
over the annual average late, 2.9, for 
the five-year period 1901-1905 is prob­
ably due largely to greater precision 
in the returns in this respect 

Ambng rfe\cause3 of accidental 
deaths. In ihe order of numercial ipi- 
portance for the year 1909, were the 
following: Railrasd accidents and-in- 
urles, 6,659; drowning, 4,558; burns 

and scalds, 3,992; injuries a t birth 
hereafter to be classified under dis­
eases of early Infancy, 3,50t; injuries 
by horses and vehicles. 2,152, not in­
cluding injuries by street cars, 1,723. 
and automobile accidents and injuries 
632; injuries in mines and quarries, 
iucluding conflagatton, 1,837; other 
accidental poisoning, 1,779; accidental 
gunshot wounds, 914; heat and sun- 
stroks, 816; cold and freezing, 251; 
lighning 150. .

There were 1,174 fatal injuries by 
machinery, chiefly in factories, but 
the large number, 10,108, of acciden­
tal traumatisms of unspecified nature 
make it  necessary to consider many 
of the figures given above as ^enly 
mlnnial, and it is important that th* 
means of injury be specified in all re­
turns of death from accidental vio­
lence.

The slight numercial increase in 
the deaths, 8,402 from suicide regis­
tered-for 1909 over vhe number, 8,332, 
tor 1908 is less than the relative in­
crease of the estimated population of 
the registration area, so that the 
death rate decreased from 18.5 to 
17.2 per 100,000 population. The 
most common means of suicide for 
the year was poison, 2,464, followed 
by firearms 2,395; hanging, 1,215; 
asphyxia, chiefly by illuminating gas, 
989; cutting instruments, 536; . drow­
ning, 507; .dumping from hjgh places, 
156; cyushing, 84; and other or un­
specified means, 58, Undoubtedly 
many deaths from^kuiclde fail to be 
reported so that they can be com­
piled under this head, but the in- 
ireaslng precision of statement of 
the nature of the death in cases of 
deaths from violent causes renders 
the staticticB more accur&te from 
year to year and thus accDunts for 
some of the apparent increase in the 
death rate from suicide.

And in the matter of whiskey 

does not the government itself li­

cense the traffic in this poison that 

annually destroys more lives than all 

victim s to epidemics of contagious 

diseases, and wrecks more homes, 

causes more sorrow and makes more 

crim inals than any other evil? Would 

it not be a safeguard to humanity if 

the government would stop licensing  

this destruction of life and happiness?

Again, the government spends large 

sum s of money to improve rivers so  

that the transportation of merchan­

dise may be carried on, but is the 

same interest taken in the health and 

welfare of the people? There are 

many sections throughout the country 

where w'hole communities are subject 

to the ravages of typhoid fever that 

claim s thousands of victims because 

t i e  people have drank impure water, 

are surrounded with the- germs of ma­

laria and have improper sanitation. 

Does the government take steps to 
correct such things as this and save 

the lives of Uiose people? It spends 

large sums for irrigating arid lands 

that they might become productive. 

Is it any more unreasonable thai it 

should spend something to give peo­

ple In unfavored sections pure water 
to drink?

when Aryan ancestors watched the 
heavens in the steppes of Central

OÜR most app rec ia te  blessing» 
are tteidom the o n ^  that are 
closest at hand. Just as the 
country bred boy sometimes 

gets an Idea that be bas a genius too 
broad to be confined lietweeo tbe bound­
aries of bis father’s farm, so the girt 
who has grown up in ibe country 
sometimes gets a longing for a glimpse 
of the unknown world within ibe city’s 
walls. The Imiigiuatlve giri often feels 
that her talents will be more appre- 
ciáted in the rity than in the little

home town. She imagines herself 
burning with a genius for acting, per­
haps, and longs for the glare of the 
footlights and the plaudits of the 
crowd, or perhaps it is a rt In one of 
its many disguises that Is calling her 
to the artificial life of paved streets 
and brick walls.

Occasionally It Is the ligbts, the 
music and the pleasures of a swiftly 
flowing city life that a ttract the girl 
from the country, but not often. The 
girl who is a  tn ie  daughter of the coun­
try is seldom deceived by the glare of 
a light whose shadow covers tears and 
sorrow or the pleasure that Is but a 
mask for pain. We are told tbat the 
“glamour”  o f the city life Is the force 
that draws the country girls to town. 
Nothing of the sort. There is little 
glamour about the city for the healthy 
girl. The first thought of the country 
girl when she finds herself in the city 
is “how dirty” or “how awfully crowd­
ed.” But notwithstanding the d irt and 
the crowds she often remains. She 
stays because she Is ambitious to have 
a “career.” There is a true hearted 
farm er boy back home probably who 
w’ould be glad to take her Into part­
nership. But in the past the girl bas 
seldom been taught to look forward 
with pride to becoming a farmer’s wife 
Of to. regarj[l. a life on the Jarm  as 
! r ;  -  carGor worcny or ner amolflon.

This la the natural outcome of the 
conditions for the quarter of a cen- 
tury_^wben formers were selling their 
produce below cost. The lot of the 
farmer’s wife was one of almost un- 
reifmting toil, as was that of the 
fartner himself. There was little to 
lighten the monotony of the ceaseless 
grind of housework. Her horizon 
was limited by the kitchen walls, and 
her highest ambition was to keep the 
boys out of the “best room.” It to 
little wonder that she hoped for some­
thing better for her daughters. She 
saw unfolding in them her own girl­
hood, and she dreaded to see them 
spend their lives in the hopeless task 
of keeping body and soul together as 
she had done.

H er Idea of city life was vague. 
Most of the city women she saw 
were well dresied, unwrlnkled and 
seemingly happy. They virere living 
the kind of life she would choose 
for her daughter. The toll of the 
wives of the poorer laliorers she did 
not see. One of the main reasons' 
that all through this period the coun­
try looked up to the city and the city 
looked down on the country was th a t 
country people saw only the best side 
of the city and the city people saw

J y  the worst side of the country.
The change that has come about In 

country life In the past decade and a 
half is so great as to be almost un­
believable. Many of the country 
people themselves refuse to believe It  
They read (he reports of high prices 
skeptically, and not until the produce 

sold and the money In their hands 
ill they really believe their good 

fortune. Even then they will shake 
their beads and say that prices wIU 
surely go down before they have an­
other crop ready, for market. They 
have so long ‘been content with i .  
iimall return for their labor and no

allo ws nee at all for interest on tbehr
mo»*\v «»r for the fertUlty which they 
are >»eiUng away ,from tbelr laud that 
tbry ran  hardly believe that the time 
has c*ome \yneo the farm er is getting I enough for his prtiduce to enable him 
to put farming on a  Imninoss basis.

IVobabiy this change has affected no 
one on the farm more than the women. 
T he 'country  girl has a different Idea 
of a career aow. She lives in a mod­
ern farm  home, or if  she doesn’t she 
knows that such homes exist and are 
well within t be vauge o f  possibility for 
her. She has had her loni^ng to see 
the world satisfied by visits to city 
friends and relutivés. She has seen 
tbat all th e  conreniences of city homes 
are dupii(*ated in the country.^ She 
bas admired the spacious lawns and 
beautiful grounds of some of the best 
of the city houses, but she has been 
observant enough to note that such 
bouscis belong only to the few. She 
has gone to Ibe theater with her 
friends and enjoyed It, but no more 
than sbe enjoys the homemade the­
atricals to her home town or the plays 
and lectures she has attended in the 
larger country towns by trolley. Sbe 
has been surprised to find that her 
friends in the city do not know their 
ne.\t door'neigiibor. Tlie exeusp tbat 
“they are not In our set" has puzzled 
her democratic little soul. It Is dif­
ferent In the country; where every one 
sympathizes with every one else’s sor­
rows and  laughs with all in their Joys.

The girl, comes back from a trip to 
the city better satisfied than ever with 
her country home. H er father may 
not be worth more than $5,000 or $10,- 
000 or $15,000 measured in money, but 
his bouse aqd ground.^ are equal In all 
essential respects to many of the mil­
lionaires’ residences she saw In the 
city. Her girl friends in the city were 
coaxing their father to buy them an 
automobile so that they could “go 
somewhere.” The country girl and her 
mother have a horse and buggy that 
are sacred to their use. The horse is so 
gentle that he will oot even bat his 
eyelid a t an automobile and the buggy 
so shiny that they are  proud to be seen 
anyjcbere In It. They can bitch u¡> 
and e o .y h e re  and when thev nlease •.-m. ^  Tut! uusemeni Has raU'
en away the terrors of wash day. The 
conveniences in the kitchen have great 
ly lessened the work of feeding Ui*? 
hungry men folks.

The farm  reading table is strewn 
with the latest magazines, and the girl 
ha;! a piano or at least an organ. A 
piano dealer in one of the middle west­
ern states recently told me that he 
sold fifteen pianos to the farmers in 
one township last year. If  the farm 
er’s  daughter wants a piano be is go­
ing to gel it for her. He may have to 
raise a few more hogs next year to pay 
for it, but that l.s easily done.

Taking everything together, any com 
parlsous that the counti^ girl may be 
able to draw  are favorable to the farm 
She has been raised in the open air 
The pigs and the calves and the chick 
ens are  her playmates.' The colts will 
come when she whistles, for who ever 
heard of a country girl who couldn’t 
whistle? She can name all the trees 
In the wood lot, and sbe knows the 
note of every bird that sings In their 
branches. Every day is full of smi- 
shihe, and she sings for the very Joy 
of living where air Is free and room is 
not bought and sold.

From the Rig* 
some fourteen lakes are visible on Y 
clear day, among them Sempach, by 
the shores of which was fought the 
famous battle wliero, the Swiss won 
tbelr freedom.
