Here «re 
a few of the amounls that are being 
expended for municipal adverti8i>«g 
Buffalo, $100,000; Memphis, $50,0«*n; 
Poogbkeepsie, $50,000} PorUaiidi 
Ore., $50,000; St. Paul, $15.000.

Of course many other smaller c it­
ies do not outlay any thiog like this 
much money on advertising aloii.* 
but almost all towns of any oonse- 
Quence in the west or middle wo ît. 
have some form or system by whit.i 
every asset is presented in Its mos* 
favorable light to prospective invest­
ors or manufacturers seeking c 
change of location, and at the sam 
time engaging the services of an ex­
pert to follow up replies to the most 
important inquiries, with personal 
vishs.

The methods of obtaining this ad- 
-V’ortisement fund ar^ different in the 
various cities. -We will take for In­
stance, Des Moines, Iowa, a com­
paratively small city, yet after an 
enthusiastic camprUgii waged by the 
Greater Des Moines Committee a 
permanent organisation correspon l- 
ing to our chamber of commerce, th \ 
sum of $80,000 had been privately 
suJ'scr'iied -nr municipal advertising 
and just seven^ months later Des 
Moines was better off by several n -w 
industries. ^ ^ though this method of 
private c(m¿Íbutlon was very s ic- 
cessful in Des Moines, the Leven 
WOTth Times thinks the falroBt .»wn  ̂
ts by a  iQ^erate tax levy, so that os 
a ir  s h a ro ^ e  profits they should pro 
rata share the expense.

The Pittsburg Qasetts-Times ad 
vises the cltisens of Pittsburg that 
they should profit by the experience 
of their sister 0 «es that have p rv  
ven a t publicity pays, and goes i » 
to say that not one of those cities 
that have been benfitted by advert*s 
ing in the past years could offer an ;
