WHEN MEN ARE STARVING.

Th@ Chinese Sufferers Are in Need
of Help.

It seems incredible, to the fullhand-
ed people of this country that any-
where upon the earth men are actual
ly starving; and that, too, when one
cent per day is sufficient to buy food
to last each of those individuals a
whole day, - But such is the case
in two of the provinces of China
over. an area about twice the size
of the state of Massachusefts. In
that small space, where men women
and children are packed like sar-
dines in boxes, several millions stare
starvation in the face, owing to crop
failure. On account of poor trans-
portation and the slowness of the
Chinege to help each other, when
local crops fail the people suffer.
But the outside world, especially the
~United States, is going forward with
relief work.  Already the American
Red Cross has forwarded ten thou-
‘sand dollars to the suffers, and will
send them more if funds are forward
ed to its office in the War department
The Red Cross is co-operating with
‘Seattle Commercial Club of Seattle,
- Washington (the nearest American
port to the Orient), which is also
prepared, to receive and distribute
money and supplies with all pos-
gible despatch; the club is sending
a thousand barels of flour on its
own account, and congress has gran-
: -tedauarmyumporttothem
~ Cross for forwarding this and other|
supplies, such as. rice, dried fish and

A BILL THAT SHOULD NOT PASS,

It Would Cmta'A Monopoly to The
Injury of The l'oople. .

Editor Reflector:
For the benefit of the civil engi-
neers and land surveyors of our

state that we have a copy of a bill
that some of the civil engineers of
North Carolina have prepared and
will have introduced at this session
of the general assembly. The bill
provides that all civil engineers and
land surveyors in this Sta%e shall
hereafter be examined by a State
board of examiners end issued or
refused license to practice engineer-
ing or surveying in the State. = The
bill further provides that examina-
tions shall be held in Raleigh, and
that a fee of 'ten dollars shall be
charged for civil engineer’s exami-
nations and a fee of five dollars shall
be charged for land surveyor’s ex-
aminations. Also that engineers shall
be licensed to practice ' their
professions anywhere within the bor-
ders of the State, while land survey-
ors shall be barred from all incorpo-
rated towns and allowed to practice
only in the rural districts.

From a purely engineering stand-
point, both Mr. Dresbach and I would
be in favor of this bill, but in justice
to the land surveyors of North Caro-
lina, we are opposing it for the fol-
lowing reasons:

We do not think it fair to the pub-
lic, nor justice to the land survey-
ors to disqualify them in cities or
jncorporated towns, and thereby de-
stroying the engineer’s competition
and placing him on a footing with
the Standard Oil Company, and oth-
er ' big monopolies of the country.
The public is the quickest and fair-
est judge of the competency.

We do not believe that one branch
of the engineering profession should
legislate against the poorer brother
to the extent of requiring the land
surveyor of practical experience who
has not had the advantage a techni-
cal education to be subjected to a
disqualifying examination set up by
college professors. In many instan-
ces the surveyor of practical experi-
ence is far superior to the technical
man. . s
Should other engineers and sur-
veyors of this section agree with us
on this matter we advise that they
write their representatives in ‘the
general assembly and request them to
oppose the bill.

THE WINTER COURSE
- AT A & M. COLLEGE

Some Valuable Things The Farmers
Are Learning There,

West Raleigh, N. C., Feb. 22, 1911,
Editor Reflector:

As today is a holiday and I have
no work on hand, I will try to write
a short letter to the farmers of Pitt
county; as I think perhaps they may
be interested in the agricultural side
of the A. and M. We have been here
seven weeks and have one more to
stay. There are about 76 enrolled in
this winter course and there is not
a single one that regrets the time and
money that he has spent here.

Instead of 75 theré ought to have
been at’ least 300. The work in the
winter course is carried on very sim-
ilar to the institute work, only we
get so much more than can be given
in one days time, and also a good deal
of practical work.

I am very sorry to say that there
are only six here from the eastern
half of the State. The others are
from the west. It was once true that
the wise men were in the east (or at
least they came from the east), but
now it looks to me as if it has
changed, for the men of the west
are the ones that are wise enough
to realize that they do not know all
that there is to be known about farm-
ing. They show their willingness to
learn by taking the advantages that
are offered to them by the department
of agriculture.

I am sure that the men who attend
this short winter course will go back
home with different ideas rabout ro-
tation, fertilization, stock feeding, and
everything that is connected with an
up to date farm, from the one that
they came here with.

We people have always believed
and practiced extensive farming in-
stead of intensive farming. We at-
tempt to cultivate too much land,
therefore we cultivate none. If we
see that intensive farming pays bet-
ter than extensive, then why not prac-
tice it ? Faith without works is like
a ship without a rudder. In the fifst
place we do not prepare our lands
as we should; we need the subsoil
plough on our lands that have a clay
subsoil. Since I have been here I
have compared yields from subsoiled
land with those from un-subsoiled
land and in ncariy every instance the
yield was almost double that of the
un-subsoiled lai.!l. This being true,
then why not use the subsoil plough?

Second, we do not sufficiently pre-
: I have seen the
results of well prepared soil com-
pared with poor prepared soil, and in
every case the increased yield more
than thribbled the increased cost of
preparation. Then why not prepare
your lands better, knowing that you
will be well repaid for your time and
work? Your answer to this is that
you do not have time to do so mich
work on one small acre of land. This
again proves to us that we should
practise intensive farming iv.tead of
extensive farming. We arc contin-
ually clearing new lanl each year
and letting our already cleared land
wash away. If we would spend the
time in working on our old land, ad-
ding vegetation to it and giving it a
better preparation for the coming
crop, that we spend in clearing new
land, then we would get far better
returns from it than we get now from
both the old and the new. To cul-
land in
North Carolina as it should be cul-
tivated, our population would have
to be multipled by ten.

Third, the thread bare subject of
the use of commercial fertilizer, of
which we use so much and know so
little about its use. In the State of
North Carolina there is spent every
year millions of dollars, that we get
no ret‘n‘ns from. Now, this may not
appedl very much to you, the indi-
vidual farmer, but you must remem-
ber that it is the little leaks that sink
great ships. Although the farmers
are beginning to realize the great
saving in home mixing, yet there is
another saving that is far more im-
portant than home mixing and
that is the proper nppucatlon of fer-
tilizer to the soil. We waste mil-
lions of dollars annually by using
unbalanced fertilizer. Different crops
néed different fertilizer and it is the
same with sofls. Have you ever stop-
ped to think about and find out just
what kind and what quantities of
plant food that different crops and
different soils need? Have you ever
thought about which of these ele-
ments of plant food that your soil
was the most deficient in? Whether

Enforce
the law without discrimination and it
will be a success, but the mome}nqt
the ordinary citizen gets it into his
head that the well-to-do man is fav-
ored while he is closed down on,
there will be something doing.

Already one hears it said that the
reason the legislature does not.go af-
ter these kind of clubs‘is because of
the influence of the members, who
are men of means, etc.,, but this cry
it to be expected.

Another reason given for not act-
ing is that even the prohibitionists
are afraid to put on the screws too
tight for fear of a reaction, but this
won’'t do. A law that has to be bols-
tered up by such practices is of no
account and will soon come to noth-
ing. We do not believe the legisla-
ture has the power to pass an act
preventirg a member of a club from
keeping his private liquor at the club
at home or elsewhere, but we do
know that the practice of running a
regular barroom can be killed.. Dur-
ham has a law relating to clubs,
passed some years ago, that fills the
bill. It was drawn by J. Crawford
Biggs now a judge of the Superior
Court, and is a good one.

Covetousness In Action
Then entered Jezebel the Queen, inquir-
ing the cause of hls sorrow. Hearing it
she answered, 1 will give it to you, Forth-
with she wrote letters to the chief men of
the city, signing the letters with her hus-
band’s seal, With brutal frankness the
letters told the select men of the city
what was desired of them.
(1) They were to make a mockery of re-
ligion by keeping a fast.
(2) They were to act hypocritically to
their neighbor Naboth by giving him the
most prominent place of honor at the fast.
(3) They were to provide two worthless
scamps (presumably by bribery) who, at
the appropriate time in the fast would
take their places near Naboth and then,
with = felgned religious fervor, protest
against him and denounce him as a blas-
phemer of God and the King, corroborat-
ing each other with sworn testimony that
they had heard the blasphemy with their
own ears.

(4) The penalty of blasphemy was rec-
ognized to be that of stoning and the de-
erco was to be carried out and Naboth
thus to be gotten rid of.

If we are inclined to feel or speak
strongly of the wicked course of Jezebel,
as we should, let us not forget that some-
what similar practices prevail in our day.
True, no one today could be stoned to
death at the suggestion of a Queen in
civilized lands. Nevertheless, people have
been heard to express the wish that they
had lived in former times, so as to have
had an opportunity for stoning those
whom they disliked. But take a case in
point: Suppose a man conducting a suc-
cessful business, Suppose covetous neigh-
bors set up a competing business, as they
would have a full right to do.  But sup-
pose, then, that one or the other, coveting
the whole trade, were to attempt sharp
practises in business, selling commodities
at below cost, interfering with the other's
credit at the bank, or slandering the oth-
er, would not this be covetousness in ac-
tion—covetousness of the same kind which
King Ahab entertained? And would it
not be reprehensible in God’s sight? And
dare any who respect the Lord, so thor-
oughly neglect the Golden Rule of his
Word?

Another illustration: A storekeeper do-
ing a good business was offered a certain
commodity at a less price than he had
been paying under a three-years' contract.
He accepted. The party who had been
gelling him this -commodity in the past
was angry, covetous of the trade. He set
up a competing business and sold goods
at a loss, as he could afford to do, being
wealthy, until the first storekeeper failed
for lack of business. Then the new store
was ciosed down, because it had effected
its work as a business assassin. It had
killed Naboth. Indeed, covetousness and
Jezebel methods, adapted to present-day
conditions, prevail ‘much more generally
than the majority of people suppose and
cHiefly amongst the véry rich, “‘who have
enough and to spare, but who covet their
neighbors’ stocks and bonds, gold and sil-
ver, ete. If God denounced Ahab as hav-
fng sold himself to iniquity, what would
the Lord’s verdict be on some of the cus-
toms of our day, which has so much
greater degree of light and knowledge
than Ahab possessed? o

and more harvesting machinery; why
we have advised him to put the bur-
den of just as many as possible of
the tasks in and about the home upon
various machine— the pump, the
cream separator, the washing ma-
chine; etc.,—instead of upon his wife
and children. And since to run all
this machinery power of some sort—
Lorse, steam, gasoline, electric—is a
necessity, we would insist again that
no reader make the mistake of trying
to run his farm without sufficient
power. Many implements which might
be used to advantage on their farms,
maniv farmers must wait for becau.se
they can get along fairly well with-
out them, and because they have not
at present the money with which to
buy them; but we doubt if it pays
any farmer to “aconomize” in power.
The insufficiency of the work stock
on most Southern farms .makes the
cheapest and the most effective farm-
ing impossible, and along the same
line we would call attention to the
many exacting and wearisome tasks
on the average farm which could be
done with a small gasoline engine to
the great relief, as well as to the fi-
nancial benefit, of the farmer and
his family. There are some farms
where by taking advantage of a wa-
ter power now going to waste, an
electric motor could be made to do
ebonomical and wonderfully useful
gervice; but on the farms the gasoline
engine is probably the best source
of power for the doing of the numer-
ous “odd jobs” and for some of the
steady ones. We do not believe it is
too much to say that every well equip-
ped farm should have an engine or
motor of some kind; and that his
power should be considered along
