The appropriations bill a d o p ^  by 
the general assembly makes the fol­
lowing provision for the various Stete 
iuetitutions for the next two years:

For the Soldl^s' Home at Raleigh, 
$30,000 annually for maintenance, out 
of which is to be paid the present de­
ficit. ,

For the School for the Deaf and 
Dumb at Morganton, $55,000 annlially 
for support and maintenance; $10,000 
annually for, installing water system; 
$2,000 annually for equipment.

B"or the Colored Orphan Asylum at 
Oxford; $6,000 annually for support 
and maintenance.

For the Appalachian Training 
School a t Boone, $10,000 annually for 
support and maintenance; $6,000 an­
nually for equipment.

For the Normal and Industrial 
school at Cullowhee, $10,000 annu­
ally for support and maintenance; 
$7,600 annually for support and main­
tenance.

For the Institution for Deaf, Dumb 
and Blind at Raleigh, $72,500 annual­
ly for support and maintenance; $100 
annually for library incidentals.

For the Hospital for the Colored 
race at Goldsboro; $85,000 annually 

‘for support and maintenance; $1,500 
annually for improvements.

For the State hospital at Raleigh, 
$175,000 annually for support and 
maintenance.

For the State hospital at Morgan­
ton, $195,000 annually for support and 
maintenance, fire escapes to be pro­
vided out of this sum.

For the Stonewall Jackson Train­
ing School at Concord, $15,000 an­
nually for maintenance; $10,000 an­
nually for improvements.

For East Carolina Teachers' Train­
ing School at Greenville, $45,000 an­
nually for support and maintenance, 
out of which the present deficit must 
be paid.

For the Croatan Normal school in 
Robeson county, $2,000 annually for 
support and maintenance; $1,200 an­
nually for improvements.

For the University at Chapel Hill, 
$87,000 annually for support and 
maintenance; $50,000 annually for 
four years for improvements^

For the Normal and Industrial Col­
lege at Greensboro, $87,000 annually 
for support and maintenance; $25,000 
$7,500 annually for improvement.

For the College of Agriculture and 
Mechanic Arts at Raleigh, $80,000 an­
nually for support and maintenance; 
$15,000 annually for improvements.

For the Sanitorium for Tubercu­
losis at Montrose, $12,500 annually 
for support and maintenance; $10,- 
000 annually for improvements.

For the Agricultural and Mechanic­
al College, colored, at Greensboro, 
$12,500 annually for support and 
maintenance; $7,500 annually for im­
provements.

For marking graves of Confederate 
dead in cemetery In Raleigh, $200 an­
nually. ’ '

To give weaker public schools of 
the State four months’ term $100,OOO 
annually.

For Guilford Battle Ground, $600 
annually; $250 annually for erection 
of monuments.

For the North Carolina room in the 
Confederate museum in Richmond, 
$100 annuál|y.

These appropriations only covered 
about one-third of what was asked 
for the different institutions.

AGRICULTURAL TRAINS.

The Sonthem Railway Operating Ag< 
rieultnral Train.

During the week beginning Mon­
day, March 6, the Southern Railway 
company, in line with its policy of 
doing everything possible for the bet­
terment of agricultural conditions in 
the territory traversed by its lines, 
wil run two special agricultural} 
trains. One of these trains will be 
operated in co-operation with the Vir­
ginia department of agriculture and 
immigration and will spend the en­
tire week on the Richmond division, 
embracing the lines between Rich­
mond and Danville and Richmond and 
West Point. Meetings have been ar­
ranged at twelve points at wbich the 
train will stop. The other will be run 
over the lines of the Southern Rail­
way and the Queen and Crescent 
route in Kentucky In co-operation 
with the department of agriculture 
and the college of agriculture of that 
state. Twenty-four stops will be made 
by this train.

Each of these trains will be in 
charge of parties made up of men of 
scientific knowledge and practical ex­
perience who will be able to give in­
formation of the greatest value. Sub­
jects wil be arranged to meet the 
mc»t pressing needs of iI.o different 
sections visited. Bad we:ilher will not 
be allowed to Interfere with the meet­
ings as all will be held in the passen­
ger coaches which the trains will 
carry.

The Southern Railway in connect­
ion with other lines is furnishing ab­
solutely free of charge a train with 
which Uie State College of Agricul­
ture of Georgia is making a forty 
seven day tour of the state. The great 
expense entailed by the running these 
trains Is borne by the Southern in the 
belief that its interests are Identical 
with those of the farmers of the 
south and that it will eventually be 
repaid by the improvements in con­
ditions that will result from an in­
creasing adoption of better methods 
of agriculture.

Prof. Ragsdale at New Bern.
Mr. W. H. Ragsdale, superintendent 

of the Pitt county schools, address­
ed the teachers on the subject of 
Practical Education” and his re­

marks were well timed and received 
the strict attention of his entire au­
dience. A class of pupils from the 
7th grade of the Dover High scliool 
were present and gave demonstra­
tions in mathematic recitations.

Prime Object of League to Defeat Re- 
nomination of Taft

Akron, Ohltn March 6.—The k 

note of the National Progressive Re­
publican League will be sounded bere 
tonight by Guilford Pinchot at 
banquet of progressive Republicans 
of OhidI Pinchot, who is one of the 
founders of the league, has chosen 
for his topic “Principles of the Pro­
gressive Movement, Its Motive and 
Effect Upon Politics.” The ex-for­
ester is expected to attack trust’s 
policy, conditions which allow the 
interests” to exploit possession of 

the system which now prevails in 
nominations of presidents, etc. His 
attitude on the presidential question 
is of deep interest, as it is reported 
that the primary purpose of the 
league is to defeat the noiUluation 
of Mr. Taft next year.

A NEW USE FOR CONVICTS.

Hobesott County Coiiimisslnei^ Let 
Them Out to Grub Stumps.

In the year of grace 1910, In the 
eleventh month of the year, the citi­
zens of the county of Robeson .elect­
ed five men, known as commissioners, 
to administer the affairs of the county 
Justly and righteously.

In this county certain transgress­
ors are sentenced for period of vary 
ing length to the chain gang, to work 
upon the roads; and it is the duty of 
tthe comissioners to employ this 
gang, under a keeper of their choos­
ing, to work the roads of the county 
and keep them in repair, so that the 
people may travel up and down upon 
these roads, and go to and fro in the 
land.

Now it came to pass in the year of 
grace 1911, in the second month of the 
year,'the same being February, while 
it was yet early in the month, though 
roads in various portions of the coun­
ty were in exceeding bad condition, 
needing the work of the chain gftng— 
it came to pass that there were no re­
quests from any particular portion 
of the county for the gang, so the 
commissioners said to the keeper, Mr. 
W. D. Prevatt; Go to, now, we knów 
that thou art a careful man and a 
prudent; take therefore the gang call­
ed chain to thy farm hard by the 
town called Lumberton, on the road 
called Carthage, and do with them 
as thou wilt for the space of 30 days; 
and for this thou shalt feed the men 
at thine own expense and shalt also 
work the road that runs through thy 
farm; and return again to us at the 
end of 30 days.

Now the keeper had upon his land 
many stumps, in an abundance called 
galore, so much so that to the passer 
by they seemed to freckle the land­
scape.

So the keeper did even according 
to the word of the commissioners, 
and after working the specified stret­
ch of road, v/hlch is but little more 
than a stone’s throw in length, the 
keeper caused the men whose labor 
had been so generously given him by 
the commissioners to toil dillgenlly 
with the stumps, and lo, before the 
30 days were numbered, to the passer­
by the aforetime stump-freckled fields 
appeared as clean as the palm of a 
man’s hand sbrd cmfwdas dtkd.Oomb 
man’s hand, and much store of stutnps 
was piled at the keeper’s house.

And the people mumured and said: 
Was it ever on this wise before? Did 
we not appoint these men as they 
would their own? What man is there 
among them who having a force of 
hands and many fields needing work 
would lend those hands to his neigh­
bor for a month for their keep, be­
cause no one of bis overseers asked 
to be allowed to work the hands?

And some said it was a shame and 
an outrage, and other some smiled, 
and said it was a good Joke on the 
commissioners, and other some said 
the Joke was on the people.

Meanwhile, nothing was done to­
ward iraprovlttg the roads of the 
county.

But the convicts did good Job on 
the keeper’s stumps, to the keeper’s 
great advantage.—Lumberton Robe- 
sonian.

The New Electoral College and The 
Political Division.

The new electoral college will con­
sist of 529 members. The States that 
are surely Demorcratic will have 160 
representatives In the college, while 
the States that are almost, if not quite 
so surely Republican will have 238 
representatives. The doubtful States 
will have 131 electors. There are 
twelve of these States—Colorado, Ida­
ho, Indiana, Missouri, Montana, Ne­
braska, Nevada, New Jersey, New 
York, Utah. West Virginia and Wyo­
ming. The Democrats, to be success­
ful in the next presidential election, 
must capture 105 votes from the 
doubtful ciblumn, as 295 votes will be 
necessary to elect. They must carry 
New York, New Jersey, Indiana. Mis­
souri and West Virginia, and at least 
two of what are called the "sage­
brush” States. If they lose one of the 
doubtful larger States, they will lose 
the election, unless they can capture 
some of the States which are regard­
ed as certainly Republican.

It is generally admitted that the 
Democratic victories at the recent 
elections were the result of Republi-' 
cali disaffection rather than the actual 
Democratic strength. In New York 
S^te, for example, 25,000 Republi­
cans stayed away from the polls alto­
gether. In Ohio not less than 100,000 
Republican voters skullel in their 
tents, and so it was in nearly all the 
States where the Democrats won. 
The party is on trial, and it must 
make good now or be prepared for 
defeat next year. At the Baltimore 
meeting Mr. Clark and Senator Bailey 
and the other speakers made this 
point very clear.—Richmond Times- 
Dlspatch. '

The box 
was put inside one of cherry, whicii 
in turn was placed inside one of 
galvanized iron. '

When Mr. Field obtained posses- 
jion of the collection he agreed to 
pass it on to his son, who was also to 
be named Benjamin P. Field. Al­
though young Field will receive the 
box on his twenty-first birthday, he 
will have to agree not to open it until 
1989, such having been the wish of 
the first Benjamin P. Field..—New 
York American.

A 'GovemoFs W’̂ orry,
One of the things that has not come  ̂

up in the State legislature is a bill 
for the creation of a pardoning board 
The pardon of criminals is one direct 
responsibility the Governor ought to 
he relieved of. In an editorial para­
graph In The Statesville Landmark, 
the situation is quite clearly stated. 
One would suppose/’ says The Land­

mark, “that the greatest trial the 
governor of North Carolina has is to 
dispose of the many petitions for ex­
ecutive clemency. Not much could be 
said in behalf of the fellow Allison, 
the Buncombe murderer who receiv­
ed his just deserts when he was put 
to death last Friday, but it is to his 
credit that be expressed satisfaction 
jvith the decision of the goverlor in 
liis case. He said he preferred death 
to life imprisonment and he therefore 
had no complaint to make of Gov­
ernor Kitchin for refusing to save his 
life. But notwithstanding Allison’s 
view, the governor was pursued to 
commute the sentence. No criticism 
can be made of Allison’s son or other 
relatives for asking this. Their at­
titude was the natural one. But no 
all occasions the governor Is pursued 
by a lot of sentimental people who 
must annoy him and disturb his peace 
of mind by their efforts to save crim­
inals from Just punishment. The gov­
ernor should be relieved of sole re­
sponsibility in exercising the pardon­
ing power. The stress and resposl- 
bility are too great for one man to 
bear.” There is ho doubt about the 
fact that Governor lOtchin’s besetting 
worry is the matter of pardons, and 
the papers that cilticlze him for the 
exercisé of executive clemeUfcy, ought 
to pause and think. This is a worry 
that the governor of the state ought 
to be relieved of .—Charlotte Chron­
icle.

It is 
plain that opposition is going to 
be stirred against a number of the 
senators who voted to allow Lorimer 
to retain his seat. How widespread 
this opposition will be, of course, is 
not yet clearly manifested. But in the 
case of two Democratic Benators the 
signs of political difficulty on account 
of their vote in behalf of Lorimer are 
apparent. One of these senators is 
Simmons of North Carolina and the 
other is Paynter of Kentucky.

“Senator Simmons, in the last min­
utes before the Lorimer vote, arose in 
the senate and explained his position. 
He declared he could not, in con­
science, vote to oust Mr. Lorimer. 
Previous to that he had been inform­
ed by some of the house members 
of the North Carolina delegation, who 
have hitherto supported him, that 
they could not sanction a vote by him 
in the interest of Loriraer.

‘As a matter of fact, he will have 
the fight of his political life on bis 
hands, and his vote In the pro-Lorl- 
mer column will be used against him. 
Governor Will Kitchin, brother of 
Representative Claude Kitchin, is al*̂  
ready announced as a candidate 
against Simmons,55—Washington Cor-

“I will let you go free if you will 
promise me that you will not com­
municate with th a t man, neither see 
him nor write to him and that you 
will receive no communication from 
him. Will you promise?”

“I want to db what Is right,” 
wailed Miss Rembrandt. *‘I want to 
do what you say Is right.”

“You promise th a t if Steinbrook 
makes any attem pt to communicate 
with you that you will bring the let­
ter to the clerk In th is court and tell 
him it is for me?”

“I promise,” murmured Miss Rem­
brandt.

“Then you may go. As long as you 
keep faith with me you will not hear 
from me,” said Judge Landis. Turn­
ing to his clerk, thecourt said: “Con­
tinue this case for sentence,"—Chica­
go Inter-Ocean.
