* Believing that there are many val-
uable agricultural possibilities in
the tidewater section of North Caro-
lina that are not yet pmper!y de-
veloped, the Norfolk Southern Rail-
road has set about demonstrating the
“foundation facts for such belief. Early
last fall that railroad took up with
the secretary of the North Carolina
board of agrie;utum the matter of
establishing experw farms in
varions npresentauve mstﬂcta in the
“eastern part of the state.

The sole crime punishable by death
in the state is deliberated and prem-
editated ;murder--or -the killing of a
human being ‘in the perpetration or
attempt to perpetuate any arson, rape
robbery of burglary. The killing of
any number of human beéings by de-
liberately throwing a moving train
off the track will not cduse the man
convicted of this offense tb loe his
life. The House -at Harrisburg
thinks evidently this is a mistake, for
it has passed on second reading, with-
out a dissenting ‘vote, a“bill ‘making
trainwrecking which results in loss
of life punishable by death.

Though the genearal tendancy of the
present day is’ to restrict rather’ 'tHan

penalty, no valid objection can be
made to including killing caused. by
train wrecking in the list of homicides
for which life is to be forfeited. So
long as we have capital punishment
for wilful murder the train wrecker
who gestroys life should receive the
penalty. A ‘grave crime can hardly
be conceived than the deliberate
wrecking of a rapidly moving train
carrying human  beings. The
dlaughter is usually wholesale, while
the miming and suffering caused are
unmeasuried. A man capable of
such a c¥ime is too wicked to live.—
Philadelphla Press.

Because roads or
means of communication have been
poor the people have mingled but
little, and there are three dozen dif-
ferent dialects. In the course of
a half day’s journey by rail I found
three different languages spoken by
de people along the route. The or-
iginal inhabitants were Negritos, a
race of pygmy blacks, of whom only
a remnant remains, but the Filipino
proper is a Malayan. .

The natives are unique in that they
alone among all the peoples of Asia
have accepted Christianity. Fortu-
nate in being without the gold of
Mexico or Peru, the phillipines did
not attract the more brutal Spanish
adventurers who about the time of
Magellan’s discovery, were harrying
weathier peoples with fire and sword.
The priest, his soul aflame with love
for his church, came to the Philipines,
and the impression made by his vir-
tues was not negatived by the bloody
crimes of fellow-Spaniards mad with
lust of treasure. The result is, that
to this day probably 90 per cent. of
the Filipinos are Catholics. Before
the priests came the people worship-
ped their ancestors, as do other peo-
ple in the Far East,

The only Asiatics who have accept-
ed Christianity, the Filipinos are al-
so the only Astiaics among whom
women are not regarded as degraded
and inferior beings. “If the Spaniards
had done nothing -else here,” as a
high official in Manila said to mse,
“though we are beginning to recog-
nize that they did a great deal, they
would deserve well of history for
what they have accomplished for the
elevation of woman through the in-
troduction of Christianity. No other
religion - regards woman as man’s
equal.”  The testimony I heard in the
Phillipines ‘indidated that the female
partner in the household is, if any-
thing, superior in authority to the
man. She is-active in all the little
business ‘affairs of' the family, and
white' people some times arrange with
wives for .the employment of their
husbands.—Clarence Poe, in Progres-
sive Farmer
