MRS. DUKE DflHO A PAUPER,

Fom er Wife ol frhNeee King is Pass- 
lag Her Last Days la aa Asylain

Chicago, May 15.—Mrs. Alice, Webb 
Duke, former wife of Brodie L. Duke, 
the muiti-millionalrC'^ tobacco king 
and s it  years ago mistress of a for­
tune of nearly $25,000,000, is dying 
a pauper in the Illinois State Hos­
pital for the Insane a t Kankakee.

Friendless, forgotten by those up­
on whom slm, squandered thousands 
of dollars in days of her affluence, 
forgetting h e í^ lf  both the years of, 
her wealth and the years that plung­
ed her down to her present condition 
of misfortune, and remembering only 
.the time of her youth, Mrs. Duke lies 
waiting for the summons that will 
end her spectacular career.

Alice Webb, daughter of a promi­
nent New York family, was raised 
in a Buffalo orphan asylum. Leaving 
there to make her own living when 
she w'as only sixteen years old, she 
proved her exceptional talents for 
business. Before she was thirty she 
had established herself as one of the 
leading oil promoters of Texas. Her 
conpection with tobacco industry 
brought about her acquaintance with 
Brodie L. Duke, who already tod 

been marrle^ twice and was the 
father of two grown daughters.

In November, 1905, she met Duke. 
On December 19,1905, they were mar­
ried clandestinely. • Duke established 
his wife in sumptuous apartments in 
the Winton Hotel, gave her a summer 
home in the Adlrohdacks and sur­
rounded her with all the luxuries 
money could buy. On January 6,1906, 
through the action of his brother, 
Benjamin Duke, president of the to­
bacco trust, and Brodie L. Duke’s two 
daughters, the bridegroom was torn 
from I the arms of his wife and com­
mitted to Belleville.

When he was released his temper 
toward Mrs. Duke had been changed.. 
Finally driven by his altitude, she 
applied for a divorce with afimony, 
but lost the cas^ - After that she 
started on an Independent financial 
career which closed With her arrest 
here on the charge of passing bogus 
checks. She afterw ar^w as commit­
ted to the State Hosphil for the In­
sane, where she has been since Sep­
tember, 1909.

THE REPUByCAN OBSTRUCTIONISTS

Many Important Measures Have Been 
Passed—Republicans Try to Block 
Legislation^ Bnt Some of Their 
Own Party Condemn This.

(By CLYDE H. TAVENNER).v 
Washington, May 15.—(Special).— 

In six weeks the Democratic house 
of representatives has passed more 
progressive and anti-trust legisla­
tion than the Republicans passed in 
fourteen years* administration of that 
branch of congress. '

The achievement up-to-date in­
cludes the passage of a bill provid­
ing for the publicity of oampaign 
contributions before instead of after 
elections; the election of UnRed 
States senators by direct vote of the 
people; reciprocity with Canada and 
the farmers’ free list bill, with other 
similar legislation t<wfollow-Tprompt-
ly.

Agitation for much of this legisla­
tion has been going’on for years. The 
Republicaps heard the demand of the 
people for relief, but could not en­
act such legislation as has been pass­
ed by the Democratic house because 
they had for years been receiving 
enormous campaign contributions 
from the tariff trusts and other in­
terests which are opposed to pro­
gressive legislation of the character 
passed by the Democrats.

The Republicans have not only 
been obliged not to interfere with 
the monopolies and profits of the tariff 
trusts, but because of having accept­
ed campaign funds from the great 
corporations they have been practi­
cally compelled to extend to them 
immunity from investigation and 
prosecutlon.v .

More than a score of resolutions 
providing for the investigation of the 
steel trust, the sugar trust and the 
other big individual combines were 
introduced in evmy session of con­
gress while the ^ p u b ü can s  were in 
power. These resolutions, one and 
all, were referred to committees that 
had been especially packed by Speak­
er Cannon, with men friendly to 
specill privilege, with the result 
that all such resolutions died in com­
mittee.

Now it Is different For the first 
time since the trust question has 

been acute, the house of representa­
tives has an anti-trust majority.

Upon close,^vIew the “fimners* free 

list" bill becomes a mighty tnterest 
ing measure. It untaxes many artt 
cles the farmers use. but it»H'cans 
about as much* to all other coneuaers. 
It puts 100 articles of common use 
on the free list aiyl i t  Is estimated 
that it will save the baying public 
some $800,000,000. The measnre won't 
h i t‘ the revenues hard, either. The 
tariff . is nearly prohibitivo on the 
100' articles conceirffed, so that the 
custom houses get only $1,509,000 
from this source. *

Spence gave pieces of lava especially 
brought from Mt. Vesuvius, and frag­
ments of marble from the grotto of 
Egerla; Gilbert West sent petrifac­
tions; Sir Hanis Sloane, some fine 
fragments of basalt from the Giant’s 
Causeway,’ while less famous friends 
contributed W de antique, from Egypt 
gold ore from Peruvian miñes, peb- 
hles from Brazil, coral, humming 

birds, and exotic flowers and shrubs.
