It’s their business,
you know. ~Well, they started out
before they began these records with
the idea that a man was actually
helped by drinking some whiskey,
and in England 40 years ago they
tried to make Robert Warren pay a
higher premium because he was a
teetotaler. So Warren started a so-
ciety which has kept track of thou-
sands and thousands of English In-
surance cases for over .40 years, the
result proving that the death rate is
over a third higher for moderate
drinkers than for \otal abstainers.

In other words, in any given year,
four men die among the drinkers for
evepy-4hree -wKo die among au -figual
number of abstainers. Of every 100
4rinker4 4he 4ife insurance' compa-
nies expect to die in a year, 94 of
thft ion dift, hut every 100 expected'
deaths among abstainers only 71
die.

Again it has been proved that of
every 100 persona thirty years old
who drink, only 44 of the 100 will
live to be seventy; but if you take
100 30-year-old persons who don't
drink, 66 of the 100 will live to be
seventy. Isn* it worth something to
you (even if drinking paid in other
ways, as It doesn't)”to have a 25 per
cent, better chance to live out your
“three score years and ten,” as you
do by not drinking.—Raleigh Progres-
sive Farmer.

Keziah’s place and went to hauling
logs to the sawmill, sawing lumber
and placing it preparatory to build-
ing him another barn.  On Monday
May 22, they gathered at his barn
and fifty-»five strong went to wor” re-
building the barn. They did not
quite complete the building that day
but fifteen neighbors went back the
next day, finished the barn and left
it ready for the stock.” The Enquirer
says this is an ordinary occurrence.
It is Just a way folks in this good
county have. If u man’s house is
destroyed by fire or wind, his neigh-
bors help him rebuild It. If he gets
sick and is unable to work his crop,
they gather and work it for him.” As
an instance, The Enquirer says: "Mr.
W. E. Funderburk's son was almost
killed by jumping off a train at Win-
gate about five weeks ago. The
young man was taken to a hospital
in Charlotte and his father had to go
with him and stay by his bedside for
days. It was cdtton-planting time
and farm labor was scarce and cold
not be hired.! Mr. Funderbprk’s
neighbors went to his farm about
four miles southeast of Monroe, finish-
ed preparing his land, planted the
cotton, and when he returned from
Charlotte he found that instead of

being two weeks behind with his
farm work, his field were prepared
and planted just as well as if he
had not been away at all, and it had
been done in a day. They filled the
field with willing plowmen and glad-
ly did the work for a neighbor who
had met with misfortune.” Was
there ever a more beautiful exempH-
fitation- of the Ctolden Ruie?=-"ar-
lotte Chronicle.
