Contracts crossing the 
uncovered portions operate a relay, 
causing electric waves to he sent out 
from one aerial to the distant one. 
A detector is connected to the sec­
ond aerial. The current received acts 
upon a wire stretched between two 
magnets, slightly deflecting it and 
opening a small shutter, permitting 
a ray of light to fall on a selenum 
cell. Through a relay this causes a 
metal point to mark on a chemical 
recording drum, thus reproducing the 
'drawing.

Army Discipline.
Army life for the private is to be 

made more attractive by the abolition 
of a number of rules and restrictions 
of which much complaint has been 
made in the part.. The Omaha Bee 
says:

“Uncle Sam does well to strike out 
of the code of rules governing the life 
of private soldiers those unreasonable 
penalties for minor offenses that have 
been the bane of the soldier and the 
reflection upon the Army for so long, 
At once it tends to elevate the stand­
ard of the military by inviting many 
worthy, energetic young fellows into 
the Army who have heretofore shun­
ned it. The civilian has never been 
quite able to understand why the 
most trival and inconsequential in­
fractions of rules had to be met with 
a penalty, which in civil life would 
more nearly fit a foJony. And Presi­
dent Taft, catching the civilian’s view 
when he was secretary of war, has 
worked along the line of sharp chang­
es in this system, until now, with the 
aid of General Wood, he has brought 
them about. ••

“The general amelioration of the 
soldier’s life and lot will be the first 
result. The marked improvement in 
the personnel and efficiency of the 
Army should be next. Hundreds of 
desertions have been due to this 
mediaevel system of discipline, and of 
late years, with so many opportunities 
in other lines of activity, the Army 
has had no easy  timé keeping well 
manned. It has found it necessary to 
adopt business methods of advertising 
and competition to get the right sort 
of soldiers. It has been brought to see 
that it could not maintain its ranks 
with worthy material, unless it did 
better by them.”—Ledger-Dispatch.

Moore-» Creek Celebration.
WILMINGTON, N. C., July 28.—In 

connection with the annual celebra­
tion of the anniversary of the battle 
of Moore’s Creek Bridge, commemo­
rating the first signal victory of the 
Continental troops in the American 
Revolution, near Currie, N. C., yester­
day, there was unveiled a monument 
with appropriate Inscription to mark 
the old Wilmington and Fayetteville 
stage road, the route taken by the 
British and Troy army from Cross 
Creek, to join Lord Cornwallis and 
Clinton, February 27, 1776, Walter P. 
Stacy, Elsq., pf the Wiimlngton bar, 
delivered the historical address and 
there was a large concourse of peo­
ple from half a dozen Eastern Caro­
lina counties.

Eeight IhoBsand Beggars Plrk up $49, 
090 A Day la New York.

New York is the beggar's paradise. 
In that great hive of the old rich, 
the new rich, and the get-rich-quick 
he cannot go wrong. If he cares to 
w ork, steadily and industriously * at 
his graft (old gypsy cant word for 
trade or craft), he can easily “earn" 
$3 or $6 a day. If he is “sloughtful" 
—arrested—lor begging, he is merely 
transported to a pretty, greenswarded 
island, swept by harbor breezes, where 
he sleeps in Father Kinckerbocker’s 
bed for five or ten nights and lives 
like a fighting cock on three good 
fneals a day. Thence be emerges re- 
ifreshed and resumes his graft Easy? 
Too easy. It's realy a shame to take 
the money. The work is play; the 
sort of theatric play we all instinct­
ively love; to twist the face into a 
tragic mask, to enact the part of a 
long-suffering victim of ill-luck, to 
start this victim’s heartstrings all-a- 
,flutter with sympathy—and then to  ac­
cept the victim’s money with the air 
!of a pr(j(ud and patient martyr. T is 
rare sport indeed.

Not one word of this wrong is about 
the deserving poor. God forbid. But 
one does not find the deserving poor 
posing In the street for alms. They 
hide their want and sorrow; they 
starve In secret; their tragedy be­
comes known only when the coroner 
i-eports—unless by rare chance some 
tireless seeker has discovered the case 
through search in a poor neighbor- 
]hood. Indeed, the curious thing is 
that of the army of 7,000 or 8,000 
^street beggars who pick up $30,000 or 
■$40,000 a day in the metropolis, the 
vast majority have drifted in from 
distant states. Tho  ̂ estimate of the 
number of these panhandlers is by 
James Forbes, secretary of the Nat­
ional Association for the Prevention 
of Mendicancy. He knows. He has 
studied these beggars for years, not 
with the cold curiosity of the scien­
tist, but with a lively human sympathy 
and understanding. And here’s a mir­
acle—he has actually persuaded some
