Comity Conventions Were Held Todtty 
Tliroughont Kentneky.

LOUISVILLE, Ky., August 12.— 
County conventions were held through 
out Kentucky today for the election 
of delegates to the Democratic State 
convention which is to meet here 
next Tuesday. The work of the con­
vention will he confined to the adop­
tion of a platform, as the candidates 
for governor and other State oflScers 
Were chosen in the primary last year.

Great care will be exercised in build 
ing the platform, for the Democrats 
appreciate the fact that they must 
fight hard to win a victory in the com­
ing election. Despite the success with 
which the Democrats have been meet­
ing in other lections the party lead­
ers here are aware that Kentucky, 
which has been admittedly a doubtful 
State since it went Republican for the 
first time In 1895, is now more doubt­
ful than ever. This is due partly to 
the advantage of the Republicans in 
being in control of the State adminis­
tration and partly to the fact that the 
State’s increase In population, as 
shown by the recent census, has been 
almost wholly in the eastern districts, 
which are overwhelmingly Republi­
can,

The platform will give an enthus­
iastic indorsement to the policy pur­
sued by the Democratic party In con 
gress. As regards State issues the 
most interest centers in the resolutions 
concerning the liquor question. Un­
less the Republicans force the issue, 
which so far they have evinced no 
intention of doing, the Democrats 
probably will refrain from making the 
question the chief issue of the fight.
IP the convention feels obliged to take 
an emphatic stand in the matter, how­
ever, it will probably , declare itself 
against State-wide prohibition and un­
equivocally in favor of a uniform 
local option law, with the county as 
the unit.

RICHMOND, Va., August 12.—In­
tense and general interest is man­
ifested throughout the State in the 
opening, next Monday, of the session 
of the Grand Jury for Chesterfield 
county, across the river from here. 
The Grand Jury will be called upon 
to investigate the Beattie murder case 
one of the most sensational and puz­
zling crimes ever committed in that 
county. It is the general impression 
that there will be enough evidence 
submitted by the State to justify the 
Grand Jury to find an indictment 
against Henry Clay Beattie, Jr., now 
a prisoner in the Henrico county jail, 
but a t the same time it is well known 
that the State has added little to the 
circumstantial evidence obtained short­
ly after the crime was committed, that 
a reasonable motive for the alleged 
crime has not yet been found and that 
councel for the defence has been 
working quietly but diligentlyt as- 
sited by a number of private detec­
tives, and is evidently determined to 
make a desperate fight at the sub­
sequent trial to save the accused from 
electrocution.

The history of the crime with which 
Henry Clay Beattie, Jr., has been 
charged by the coroner’s jury, con­
tains many features of unusual in­
terest. The accused, who is now 
about twenty-six years of age, is the 
son of Henry Clay Beattie, Sr., a 
well-to-do business man of this city. 
Young Beattie received a fair educa­
tion and, at an early age, began to 
indulge in a fast and reckless life. 
He had numerous affairs with girls, 
but only one had serious consequences 
About four years ago he became in­
timate with Beulah Binford, a hand­
some but morally corrupt girl who, 
at that time, was not quite fourteen. 
The intimacy continiied and two years 
ago a child was born to the girl. 
The young mother named the child 
Henry Clay Binford, but soon abandon­
ed it to the care of some relatives. 
Later the child was adopted by Mrs. 
Mary Trout of Richmond, but it proved 
sickly and died in July of last year. 
To hush up matters yoqng Beattie 
induced Beulah Binford to Raleigh, 
N. C., where she promised to remain, 
so as not to interfere with Beattie’s 
marriage plans.

More to please his father, upon 
w’hom he depended for a living, young 
Beattie, about two years ago married 
Miss Louise Owen, the pretty daught­
er of a resident of Dover, Del. The 
marriage was not happy. Young 

Beattie did not abandon his fast life 
after marriage and even the birth 
of a child, about six months ago, did 
not improve the relations between the 
young married people. A few months 
ago Beattie met the Binford girl by 
accident at a base-ball game at Nor­
folk and she was easily induced to re­
turn to Richmond, where Beattie 
promised to provide a house for her.

Beattie and the girl met frequently 
at different hotels in this city and, 
although they kept their relations 
secret, Beattie’s father learned of the 
affair and is said to have threatened 
his son with the withdrawal of his 
support, should the young man hot 
stop his dealings with the Binford 
girl. In the second week of July 
last young Mrs. Beattie, with her 
baby, w'ent to visit her uncle, Thomas 
E. Owen, within a mile of South Rich­
mond. She w’as to return home on 
July 19. On the evening of July 18, 
young Beattie came to Mr. Owen’s 
house in his automobile, to take his 
wife out for a ride. They left, driv­
ing along the Midlothian Pike. About 
eleven o’clock .that night Beattie re­
turned to Mr. Owen’s house In his 
auto, steering with one hand, while 
he wag holding his wife’s lifeless body 
with the other.

Beattie said that his wife had been 
shot and killed with a shotgun by a 
tall man with a long beard, who had 
held them up, while they were driv­
ing along Midlothian Pike! The case 
called for an investigation by the cor­
oner and after a long and quite sen­
sational hearing the coroner’s jury 
gave the vesdict that Mrs. Beattie had

All In The Same Boat.
Cotton and Cotton Oil News pro­

pounds this question: “If the cotton 
crop should prove to be fifteen mil­
lion bales, and if it should sell at an 
average price of ten cents per pound, 
it ŵ ould bring to the South $750,000,- 
000, which is less than last year’s 
crop sold for. The labor and expense 
of growing and gathering a fifteen- 
million-bale crop must be much great­
er, while all other crops arA* neces­
sarily curtailed in the effort to make 
and handle the fifteen-million-bale 
cotton crop. The deficit in other crops 
necesitates larger purchases by the 
farmer, increasing the cost ot living 
to him. These facts can not be dis­
puted. Then why waste labor and 
money and add to the cost of living to 
grow cotton that spinners and mid­
dlemen may grow rich and fat while 
the cotton raiser grows poor?”

Why, indeed? For a long time the 
South was continually raising more 
cotton and getting less money for the 
total crop. There could not have 
been any very greater relief from this 
situaron so long as cotton growing 
constitued almost the only means of 
wealth. But diversified industrial de­
velopment automatically restricted 
cotton production to the point of re­
munerative return. It converted 
great numbers of people who did lit­
tle except raise cotton if they did any­
thing much at all into consumers of 
other crops. It made new markets, 
kept the manufacturing cost and in­
creased value of cotton goods at 
home, extended itself into other man­
ufacturing activities as capital and 
confidence grew, and brought about 
better conditions for one and all.

Reasons WBy Some People Bo Not 
Attend Chiifeii.

Why do so many people not attend 
church? I will give some of the 
reasons th a t were lately given to me 
by different parties:

One man said: “Weil, I used to
go to church regularly, but 1 now have 
to work so hard through the week 
that when Sunday comes I just have 
to rest.” .

Another said: “ I like to go to
church, but the las t time I went the 
preacher was asking for a lot of 
money to endow some college and hie 
appeal was so strong that it made me 
feel like I was a poor church member 
if 1 did not respond, and I didn’t  have 
fifty cents. So I decided not to go 
again until I got a  little money on 
hand to respond to  the next call that 
was sure to come.”

The next man was a merchant, and 
he said: “The la s t time 1 went to
church there was a  man sitting on 
the front seat who had beat me out 
of ten dollars, so 1 got disgusted, and 
thought th a t if religion did not make 
a man pay his ju s t debts it was a 
mighty poor thing.”

The next man was a non-professor 
of religion whom I asked to  go to 
church, and after hé went he said: 
“The preacher sure did go after them, 
but that hypocrite in the choir that 
sang the solo did not bat his eyes 
When you people get such stuff as 
that out of your choirs and front 
seats I will attend church.”

Next I asked a woman why she did 
not attend church and take the chil­
dren, and she said: “Nothing would 
give me more pleasure than to go to 
church, but my husband works on a 
small salary and it takes all he can 
inake to buy food and sufficient cjloth- 
iiig even sufficient to stay a t home 
and I will not take them for other 
children to laugh at.’

The next man said: “I did not like 
the last preacher. He paid more at­
tention to the man who paid the most 
money.”

I told him his excuse wouldn’t  ap­
ply to the present pastor and he ad­
mitted th a t his only reason now for 
not going was general cussedness. 
These are the excuses given by ac­
tual persons. So you see that the 
church of Christ must be either a 
drawing or a driving force. The 
Master said, “And if I be lifted up 
I will draw all men to me.” Are we 
lifting Him up sufficiently? Jesus 
Christ is the embodiment of all that 
is right. If the church will lift up 
that principle in all her dealings, and 
require it to be lifted up among her 
members, oue with another, the ques­
tion of why so few people attend 
church will not be so often asked. But 
!io many church members lift up the 
other force. I will illustrate. The 
other day a professor of religion went 
into a store and joined a crowd that 
were drinking. They said, “Come on 
old friend and take a drink,” He did 
so and in  a few minutes was lead­
ing the conversation in the most vul­
gar language I ever heard. He was 
casting his professed pearls before 
swine and they were trampling them 
under foot. Jesus Christ left the power 
with men, and said “Occupy till I 
come.”

Christ said he would draw all men 
it He were lifted up. The church is 
far from drawing all men. Is it not, 
therefore, possible that the church is 
not lifting Him up sufficiently?—Ob­
server.
