WASHINGTON, D C., Sept 23—A 
busy week I9 in prospect for Presi­
dent Taft After making a number 
of short stops in Missouri and Kan­
sas on Monday, he will arrive in Kan­
sas City in time to aiidress the Na­
tional Conservation Congress Monday 
evening. On this occasion it is prob­
able Mr. Taft, in courae of his re ­
marks on the general subject of con­
servation, will make clear the ad­
ministration’s future attitude in Alas­
kan affairs.

From Kansas City the president is 
to go to Hutchinson to speak at the 
state fair and the Kansas semi-cen­
tennial celebration. Topeka, Atchison 
and Leavenworth will be embraced in 
the Wednesday Itine.rary. The next 
two days will be given to Iowa, with 
stops at Council Bluffs, Port Dodge, 
Waterloo, Des Moines, Ottumwa and 
several other points. Another swing 
across northwestern Missouri is sched­
uled for Saturday and thence the 
ruote will lead to Omaha, where the 
president will spend Sunday.

The third meeting of the National 
Conservation Congress, to address 
which President Taft is to visit Kan­
sas City, promises to be the most 
notable gathering of its kind yet held. 
A number of subjects dealing with 
the conservation of natural resources 
wjll be discussed during the three 
days’ session, but especial attention 
will be given to the question of soil 
fertility and its maintenance. Sec­
retary of the Interior Fisher; former 
Secretary Garfield, Gifford Pinchot 
and niony other men of note will be 
heard.

Primary elections in two cities at 
opposite ends of the country will a t­
tract public attention during the week. 
In San Francisco a primary will be 
held Tuesday for the nomination of 
candidates for mayor and other city 
officials. In Philadelphia a similar 
primary will be held Saturday. Both 

, cities have witnessed strenuous cam­
paigns. In a broad sense the same 
issue prevail in both cities, being a  
fight of the better element of the cit­
izens to "'wrest the control of mu­
nicipal affairs from the office holders 
and politicians alleged to be guilty 
of the grossest kind of political cor­
ruption and graft.

F Massachusetts will have its first 
practical experiences with the direct 
primary law on Tuesday, when all 

j parties wilP name candidates for gov­
ernor and other state officers to be 
voted for this fail. A spirited three- 
cornered fight is on for the Republican 
nomination for governor.

A trip over the boulevards 
was taken after l^reakfast The chief 
features of the programme for the 
remainder of the day and evening In­
clude luncheon at the City club, at­
tendance at the National league base­
ball game, dinner at the Jefferson ho­
tel, and night address at the Co­
liseum.

SAN FRANCISCO, Sept 28.-AS 
bitter a political campaign as was 
ever witnessed In any American mu­
nicipality was practicallyended 
San Francisco today. On Tuesday 
primary election will held for the 
selection of candidates for maym* an(: 
other city officers, includdng police 
Judges, district attorney, sheriff, cor­
oner and supervisors.

Patrick M. McCarthy who wjas elect­
ed mayor by the labor organiationa 
two years ago and under whcwe ad 
ministration, according to the decla 
rations of hie opponents, the city has 
been disgraced in the eyes of all de­
cent citizens, Is the big issue of the 
campaign. Every form of graft 
charged against the administration 
though the protection of vice is the 
charge upon which the foes of the 
McCarthy regime place most em­
phasis.

Mayor McCarthy is a candidate for 
re-nomination and has the solid sup­
port of the political machine which 
he has built up since he came into 
office. The denizens of the under­
world, who are said to have increas­
ed by hundreds as a result of the 
wide-open policy of the past few 
months, will, of course, do their, ut- 
most to aid in McCarthy's re-election. 
Ic is not believed, however, that he 
will poll as large a union labor vote 
as he got at the last election.

The Republican and Democratic and 
Gocd Government parties have united 
on Janies Randolph, Jr., for mayor. 
Mr. Randolph is a well know^n busi­
ness man, free from entangling alii 
anees w’ith any political ring. In an­
nouncing Jiis platform, Mr. Randolph 
said he would make no hampering 
pledges, would make no appointments 
for political reasons and would rec­
ognize no faction in the community. 
He expresses himself in sympathy 
with the labor organizations, so long 
as they are law abiding, and declares 
that if elected he will use the whole 
moral Influence of his office and his 
utmost personal effort to show both 
employer and employed that their in­
terests and the prosperity of the city 
depended on that justice to one an­
other which alone inu res industrial 
peace.

DARED AND DIED.

Jeerg Drive Aviator Into Flight That 
Ended Fatal.

DAYTON, 0., Sept. 23.—Forced into 
the air by jeers of thousands who 
called him a coward, Fraift H. Miller, 
áged 23, a Toledo, Ohio, aviator, shot 
into the air at twilight this evening 
and at the height of two hundred feet, 
was burned to death befpp the eyes 
of the terrified spectatws on the 
Miami County Fair grounds at Troy, 
norm of here.

Miller had circled the race track 
and was just starting on a spira*l glide 
into a neighboring corn field when 
something went wrong. Suddenly the 
whirring of the hropellers ceased. The 
craft then dropped like a shot for a 
distance of fifty feet. A tiny blue 
flame was emitting from the engine 
and in an instant the gasoline tank 
exploded.

The machine was wrecked by the 
impact and debris was hurled hun­
dreds of feet in all directions. What 
remained of the machine and Its 
driver burned almost to a crisp as 
they dropped rapidly to the earth.

ARBERDEEN. Wash., Sept, 23. 
This has been a red-detter day; in the 
history of Aberdeen and all the sur­
rounding country.

In 
the famous wortd cruise of the At­
lantic fleet he commanded the battle 
ship Maine and later he was placet 
in command of the Asiatic station.

Millionaire Tobaeco Grower Comes to 
Aid of Other Growers.

LEXINGTON, Ky., Sept. 23.—An 
official statement was issued by the 
legislative board of the Burley To­
bacco Society today saying a contract 
between the society and J. B. Hag- 
gin, a ■ multi-millionaire, of New 
York, by which the latter agreed to 
pool hi.s tobacco and assist the so­
ciety in financing a 10-year pool has 
been accepted by the board* The 
contract was entered into by the 
Burley Society in behalf of the pro­
ducers of white Burley tobacco in 
Ohio, Indiana and Kentucky.

The contract provides that the poll­
ing arrangement be started this year 
and a campaign with this object in 
view will begin October 1. It is fur­
ther provided that a large manufac­
tory be occupied in this city where 
ten per cent of the pooled tobacco will 
be handled every year, the remainder 
being sold in the open market.

Mr. Haggln is the largest producer 
of White Burley tobacco in Kentucky 
and the Burley Society has been ne­
gotiating with him for several weeks 
In an effort to induce him to enter 
into a pooling arrangement.

As the result of a conference in 
Montgomery, President C. S. Barrett, 
of the Farmers’ union, announced that 
a Prench-English syndicate has guar­
anteed any amount of money up to 
seventy-five million dollars to finance 
the South’s cotton crop. The deal was 
made with the personal representa­
tive of the syndicate. The money is 
to be loaned at six per cent, and the 
cotton is to be put up as collateral. 
Details of the plan are to be perfect­
ed by a committee to be composed of 
one Southern banker and two mem­
bers of the Farmers’ union. '

2. Thkt rural free delivery will be 
extended as good roads are sonatnict- 
ed and is practically dependent upon 
good roads, for which the construction 
of good roads there will he an increase 
in population of the earning capacity 
of the adjacent farms, which  ̂ will 
mean a greater amount of mail mat­
ter to be delivered.

3. That farmers will be able to
take advantage of market fluctua­
tions in buying and selling.

4. That the farmer, fruit grower, 
and others will be able to economize 
time and force in transportation be­
tween country and market.

5. That the wear and tear on their 
horses, harness and vehicles will be 
reduced. *

6. That tourists, capitalists, in 
vestors and others visiting any sec 
tion of the state will be much more 
fávorably impressed with the financial 
possibilities of any manufacturing en 
terprise, or any commercial value of 
any farm or timberland by driving to 
them over good roads. If these same 
places have to be visited over poor 
roads, they will lose more than half 
their value in the sight of the pros 
pective investor, as his thoughts have 
been so entirely taken up with the 
bad road over which he has been 
compelled to travel.—Fayettevllle In 
dex.
