Statistics of The State That Aw In-
teresting.

We have received from the North
Carolina Agricultural Society a atrik-
ing little "booklet that is a bright gem
In its class. |t is tiny, but full of
facts and figures about North Carolina
and he™ great state iair that will be
held for the fifty-first time at Ral-
~eigh on October 17, 18, 19, 20, 1911.
'There are only eight sVnall pages and
a neat, very tasty cover, all of a sizé
to fit in,the ordinary envelope. Cuts
show a birdseye view of the fair
grounds while the fair is going on
and Lincoln Beachy flying in his Cur-
tiss aeroplane over Niagara Falls.

There is an appreciation of J”rth
Carolina that carries a point in ev-
ery paragraph, a fact-in every sen-
tence, clothed in a style as attractive
as the story tells, and all in one small
page.

The marvelous progress' of the
state is told in a comparative table
of crop figures for 1905 and 1910, and
a similar alignment of statistics of
the manufacturing industries. In ad-
dition there are comparative values
of farm land and buildings, imple-
ments and machinery, labor and fer-
tilizers.

In a brief review of the work of
the state fair the booklet calls at-
tention to the fact that it is char-
tered without capital stock, its réal
property being held in trust to se-
cure a bonded debt, any profits made
going into a surplus which is spent
in improvements and incre’ing pre-
miums. The construction of the re-
inforced concrete agricultural build-
ing at a cost of $7,000, the new build-
ing for women, and other betterments
last year are touched upon, as well
as the modern poultry building to
be ready for the coming fair. Fig-
ures show 83 solid carloads of ex-
hibits last year against 42 in 1909;
3,501 separate entries against 1,201,
and $8,191.54 net premiums paid
against $6,598.97. As evidence that
the fair is recognized as one of the
greatest gathering points for pure-
bred stock in the South, mention is
made that the Percheron Society of
America is this year offering its spe-
cial prizes at the Raleigh fair, which
is one of only four Southern fairs to
be so honored. It is stated that by
resolution of the executive committee
all questionable shows and doubtful
games have Dbeen forbidden the
grounds.

On the amusement side there is
borne the news that the fair has con-
tra#jd with Glenn H. Curtiss Co. for
aeroplane flights each day of the fair
on a guarantee-to-fly basis, the avia-'
tor to be Lincoln Beachy or Hugh
Robinson. Beachy is the birdman
who flew under the bridge at Niaga-
ra, while Robinson did likewise at
Cairo, 111, under a railroad bridge
over the Ohio. These two were the
only flyers to finish in the cross-
country race ifrom New York™to Phil-
adelphia, and both were stars at the
Chicago aviation meet, where Bpachy
made a new record for altitude—11,-
578 feet.

Another attraction mentioned is
California Frank’s Wild West show
with Its fifteen carloads and 200 peo-
ple. Then there is The Great Cal-
vert, star high-wire specialist.

Special mention is made of the mir-
aculous painting, “In the Shadow of
the Cross,” to be exhibited for the
first time in the South. It has fig-
ured at the great world expositions
and been a topic of discussion among
clergymen and scientists.

“Will the farmers of North Caro-
lina hold their cotton for 15 cents?”

Rockefeller InstRute Discovers Se-
ntin That Will Hare Life.

‘Let us take one of the best known
examples of the Rockefeller Insti-
tute’s w'ork, Dr. Flexner's investiga-
tion of epidemic spinal meningitia,
and his discovery of an antlserum for

its cure,” writes Walter Pritchard
Eaton in Miinsey’s, for October.
That discovery alone has already

saved, as the figures show, hundreds
of human lives, and will go on sav-
ing thousands morq. It was the re-
sult of long, patient, careful experi-
ment with animals, chiefly monkeys,
in the laboratory.

“Perhaps two hundred animals were
sacrificed in all. Without such sacri-
fice the discovery could not have been
made. Unless you consider, then, a
monkey's life as valuable as that of
your eon or daughter, it is hard to
see how you can argue against vi-
) experiraeiita-
tiun.

“The mortality was as high as eighty
per cent before Dr. Flexners discov-
ery. It was truly a deadly malady,
and still remains so unless diagonosis
h prompt and the antlserum injection
made early,”

Law Beociiti The Criminal.

The law in this state was made
for the benefit of criminals; at least
this is the way it looks. A defen-
dant ill a murder case has 23 chal-
lenges, when he can stand a Juror
aside without any excuse whatever.
This privilege was given him years
and years ago when the court, if the
prisoner was unable to employ an at-
torney, had no power to assign coun-
sel. These challenges in the first in-
stances were allow'ed him in lieu of
counsel, but when the law was chang-
ed, as at present, making It really in-
cumbent on the court to assign coun-
sel for his defense, he was still left,
with 23 challenges.
