XAhTTOBIA MAN HUNT RECALLED

PHOENIX, Ariz., Oct 24.—Men 
who have lived from youth to old age 
in Arizona, some of them having re­
sided ill the territory for nearly half 
a century, went to the polls today and 
for the first time in their lives ex­
pressed by ballot their choice for gov­
ernor and other executive, judicial 
and legislative officials. The occa­

s io n  was the general primaries for 
the nomination o t  candidates to be 
voted for at the first state election in 
Ari.^ona, which is to be held in De­
cember. New Mexico, which was ade 
mitted to statehood a t the same time 
as Arizona, held to the convention 
plan of nominations, but Arizona 
adopted the direct primary system 
and put it into operation for the flirst 
time today. Owing to the large ex­
panse of territory covered by the new 
state  and the remote locations of 
many of the communities the results 
ot the primary elections may not be 
definitely known until late tomorrow^.

A heavy vote reported in Phoenix 
and in other of the chief cities gives 
evidence of the keen interest the peo­
ple of the new state are taking in 
their first effort a t self-government. 
The citizens of Arizona have always 
elected their own county officers and 
their legislators, but the president has 
named the governor and other exec­
utive officials, including the judiciary, 
and congress has always had veto 
povvor over the territorial legislative 
enactments.

Now for the first time they are to 
exercise the power of all other sov- 
erign states, and on December 12, 
next, will choose all their own of­
ficials, from governor to constable, 
and including representatives in 
congress and a legislature that will 
choose two United States senators. 
Heretofore Arizona has been allow- 
«d one “delegate” in the house of rep­
resentatives, but this delegate had no 
vote. He occupied a seat and was 
permitted to make speeches and serve 
on committees, but had no voice in 
legislative matters so far as voting 
was concerned. Now the new state 
is to send a full fledged member to 
the house and two members to the 
senate.

In today’s primaries nominations 
• were made for govwnor, secretary* 

of state, auditor, treasurer, attorney 
general, superintendent of public in­
struction, corporation commissioner. 
United States senator and represen­
tative and three judges of the state 
Supreme court. The ballots contain­
ed complete tickets representing the 
Republican, Democrat and Socialist 
parties.

, The Republican candidates for the 
nomination for governor are E. W. 
AVells, of Prescott, and George W. 
Young, of Phoenix. Three Democrats 
aspire to the governorship. They are 
Dr, H. A. Hughes, of Phoenix; George 
W. P. Hunt, of Globe; and T. W. 
Weedin, of Florence. P. W. Galentine 
of Globe has been unanimously In­
dorsed by the Socialist party for gov­
ernor. . *

The contests for the two United 
States senatorshlps are regarded by 
the people as of even more Interest 
and importance than the fight for the 
governorship. If the Republicans win 
in the first state election the two 
United States senators Will be Ralph 
Cameron, of Flagstaff, and Hoval A. 
Smith, of Bisbee. Cameron has been 
in congress for several years as the 
territorial delegate from Arisona. 
Smith is a prominent young mining 
man and has, served as Republican 
territorial chairman. '

That the Democrats are sanguine 
of controlling the first state leglsU  

. ture is evinced by the fact that there 
are more than three times as many 
aspirants for the United States sen^ 
atorships on the Democratic side as 
on the Republican. The most promi­
nent of the candidates are Col. H. L. 
Pickett, of Tombstone; Eugene S; 
Ives, of Tuoion, attorney for the 
Southern Pacific railroad, and Eu­

gene Brady O'Neail, of Phoenix, broth­
er of the famous “Duckey” O’Neal 
who met death in Cuba as a captain

Brown Will Have to Stand Trial For 
Attempted Murder.

MORDEN, Mann., O ct 24.—As a 
sequel to the Manltobia man-huiit 
that attracted attention on both sides 
of the international boundary a few 
months ago, George Brown, the a l­
leged assailant of the Rlverdaie 
school teacher, will be placed on tr ia l 
at the fall assizes which began here 
today.

Brownjs alleged victim was Miss 
Gladys Price, a member of a prom­
inent family and a young woman of 
exceiréht reputation. According to  
the testimony given a t the preliminary 
hearing Brown appeared at the coun­
try school where Miss Price was en­
gaged as a teacher a short time be­
fore she had dismissed her scholars 
for the day. The man was In an in ­
toxicated condition. After overpower­
ing the young woman he dragged her 
into the woods and kept her a cap­
tive there for thirty-six hours. Only 
after the man had fallen into a drunk­
en stupor was his victim able to es­
cape and make her way to a neigh­
boring house. She was in a pitable 
condition and for several days it was 
feared she would no^ survive the 
shock.

The young woman's story aroused 
the entire surrounding country and 
within a few hours armed posses 
were in sursuit of the alleged assail­
ant. The chase extended across the 
border to Hannah, N. D., where 
Brown was arrested and later, it is 
said, identified by Miss Price as the 
man who had held her captive.

Miss Price, who has since become 
Mrs. Frank Patterson, is expected to 
be the chief witness against Brown.

Homing Talk by President Wright 
at Tratntng SehooL

I wish to talk to you this morning 
about health. Not so much your 
health as the health of your student» 
when you begin to teach.

Until recently school authorities
did not consider it a part of a school 
teacher’s duty to take any real inter­
est in the fiealth of the children. That 
was the duty of the parent. The 
teacher’s duty was to see that the 
child “learned his book” and “said 
his iessons.” The parent was respon­
sible for the child’s physical well­
being. “If he did not get his lessons 
flog him,” was the injunction of many 
a parent too often about a child too
ill to “get his lessons." The result
for’ many a child was total ruin,
mentally, morally and physically.
Many, many a child is in prison to­
day as a direct result of this method. 
And who is the real criminal?

Men who have given serious 
thought and study to the problem say 
all Incorrigibles aré physical defec­
tives. Remove the physical handicap 
in time and you change the course 
of the life from the highway of evil 
to the path of uprightness.

Many a child is not able to see and 
does not know he cannot see objects 
at a distance. Many of these are 
thrashed for not doing their school 
work when they cannot And the duty 
to be performed. I could sight case 
after case of children who, some, one 
by chance, discovered the defect and 
corrected the tro’ible in time to save 
the boy or girl. Others can not hear 
and are pronounced stupid. Who is 
stupid, child orjteacher?

Others have hookworm « and can 
not work. * Their life blood is being 
sapped out by these parasites, and 
parent and teacher ignore the con­
ditions of the little fellow's. They 
grow up into almost worthless citizen­
ship. Who is responsible for this 
life’s ruin, child, parent or teacher? 
Surely not the child, often not the 
parent for he is too ignorant to be 
held responsible. The teacher should 
not be allowed to undertake the train­
ing of the young if he is too ignor­
ant to detect the worst cases. It w'ill 
be upon you in many cmses that the 
responsibility will rest.

Malaria is another of the diseases 
that saps vitality and reduces efli- 
clency. This, too, is a preventable 
diease. Screens and quinine would 
reduce much of our sufflering, increase 
the efficiency of many of our citlxens. 
Smallpox can be eliminated by vac­
cination and typhoid is preventable. 
The time will come when it will be 
considered almost a crime to have 
any of these preventable diseases. The 
improvement of health conditions, 
fellow teachers, is In a large measure 
with you. Sanitation and hygiene 
are not to be taught any more than 
practiced. There is a sin against the 
physical, an^ the wages of thls^ sin 
is often death. Many times U Is more 
than death for it leads to a life that 
would be a blessing rather than to 
have tP live. Too many of our out­
casts are outcasts for the simple 
fact that some parent ot some teach­
er has neglected his duty, has shirked 
his responsibility. May such never be 
charged against a student frota this 
school.
