The auditorium of the graded school 
was nearly filled with people Friday 
Bight to hear Dr. Rankin, secretary 
of the state board of health.

After a few brief introductory re- 
marks by Dr. Skinner, superintend­
ent of health in Pitt county, Dr. 
Rankin proceeded to the a discussion 
of the “Relation of Health to Educa­
tion.” He m'ade his address intensely 
practical. At all times it was plain, 
and in such terms that the laymen 
had no difficulty in understanding 
it.

First of the defects common to 
school children which the speaker 
took up was defective vision. He 
stated that according to statistics ten 
per cent of all school children have 
defective vision. Dr. Rankin gav^ a 
very clear explanation of the com­
mon eye defects, and showed the 
consequences of neglect

Another very common defect which 
was discussed at some length, was 
throat troubles. Twenty per cent, 
of the school children of the state 
have throat troubles of one form or 
another, the more usual one being 
adenoids. Dr. Rankin explained ful­
ly the usual symptoms of adenoids, 
and then showed the result of neg­
lect cases. „He said probably the 
worst result was the great drain on 
nervous energy. All of us are born, 
he said >^0 varying degrees of 
wealth. Some inheret much, some 
little, some none. In the same way 
all of us are born with much nerv> 
ou« energy, some with little, some 
with practically none. Throat trou­
bles, particularly adenoids, exhaust 
nervous energy. We become nerv­
ous, take to the use of drugs, strong 
drtafc, and thousands commit suicide 
every year. Neurasthenia, or nerve 
exhaustion, is so common in America 
taht St is known as the “American 
disease.'’

Leaving the more common diseas­
es of school children. Dr, Rankin next 
took up the diseases to which school 
children, and the public at large, are 
most often exposed. The first of 
those was tuberculosis. He declared 
that if tuberculosis were properly 
safe-guarded we could save many 
thousands of lives each year here in 
our own state. “No spit, no consump­
tion," should be the watchword. If 
tubercular patients would be cautious 
about spitting, and burn their sputa, 
tuberculosis would be conquered.

Next in the diseases was typhoid 
fever. Thirty-iive thousand deaths 
occur annually in the United States 
from typhoid. This mighty army of 
human beings could be saved if we 
could induce people to exercise the 
proper preventions. The speaker 
gave many illustrations one of which 
was of a family in this state, that 
coBtracted the disease from neglect 
in disenfecting the hands. A woman 
waited bn a typhoid patient. When 
ah ecame home she did not wash her 
bands in any disinfectant solution. 
She prepared the family’s meal, and 
did her work in the usual way. Hpr 
whole family was stricken, with the 
dftsease, and three out of the five 
died

Dr. Rankin made a strong plea for 
medical examination of all school 

children at least once each year. He 
aaid our state board of health, as in 
all other states, was spending most 
ôi Its time and money on the chil- 

dreu. That better l^ealth conditions 
will come about as a result of edu­
cation of the young people. That 
none of them should be allowed to 
grow up crippled or diseased If med­
ical science can afford relief. '

Dr. Rankin made a fine' impression. 
He held the closest attention through­
out hie discourse. Much good will 
result in Greenville from his lecture,

Before dismissing the audience, 
Superintendent Smith called on Dr. 
Stronsnider, the physician in charge 
of the hookworm dispensaries in this 
county. Dr. Stronsnider spoke of the 
ready response of the people of Pitt 
county.* He said he and his assistants 
had already treated several hundred 
pe<^Ie. * That there were over three 

.hundred at the dispensary at Orifton 
yesterday. One hundred and eighty 
were examined, and one hundred and 
two prescriptions were given for 
hookworm.

Among the gravest mental causes of 
wojfry that take hold of people are un­
doubtedly the various "phobias" or 
specialized fears.

still others are possessed with a great 
fear of such numbers as thirteen, 
twenty-three, etc. Others live in con­
stant fear of some particular disease;

Still other people are 
possessed with an unnatural gravity 
fear; they fear great heights, and will 
not even go'up in a high office build­
ing if they can possibly avoid it. Oth­
ers fear animals during the summer 
season, carefully avoiding all dogs for 
fear of being bitten by a mad dog, 
not knowing that mad dogs are just 
as plentiful during the winter as dur­
ing the so-called "dog days.-’ There 
seems to be no end to these special 
worries, and, when long continued, 
they often crystalize themséYves into 
definite obsessions.

RepreseBtatives From Nearly All the 
Westeni States Preseat.

CHICAGO, 111,, Oct 28.—America^ 
newest and greatest naval training 
station, located on Lake Michl^n, '30 
miles north of Chicago, was formally 
dedicated by President Taft this af­
ternoon in the presence of a distin­
guished gathering that included gov­
ernors or other official representatives 
of nearly all of the middle western 
states. The president made the trip 
to the north shore after spending an 
exceedingly busy forenoon in Chicago 
in the course of which he had deliv­
ered two addresses, one before the 
American Mining Congress and the 
other to the members of the Chicago 
Bar Association.

Accompanying the president to the 
naval station were Secretary o f the 
Navy Meyer, Governor Deneen, Con­
gressman George E. Foss, and other 
notables, together with a committee of 
prominent Chicagoans.
