Eighth Annual Conrentíon of ICationti 
Rivers And Harbors. Congress.

.•WASHINGTON, D. C., Dec. 5.— 
Senators, repreisáitatives, diplomats 

and other persons high in official life 
are here to take part in the eighth 
annual convention of the National 
Rivers and Harbors congress, which 
will meet tomorrow, for a session of 
three days. At the concluding ses­
sions of the congress the par^eipants 
will Include the nine western states’ 
governors who are making a tour of 
the eastern cities. The representa­
tive attendance and the wide range 
of subjects scheduled for discussion 
combine to give promise of one of! 
the most ntable gatherings ever as­
sembled in the history of this country 
in the interest of waterway develop- 
rr:'}nt

The congress is national in its pur­
pose, representing all sections and all 
waterways. Representative Joseph 
E. Ransdell, of Louisiana, is the presi­
dent of the body and will occupy the 
chair at the several sessions. Secre­
tary of War Stimson and Gen. Bixby 
chief engineers, U. S. A., will repre­
sent the government Senator Jones, 
of Washington, will speak-for the Pa­
cific Northwest, and Stephen Spark­
man, of Florida chairman of the house 
committee on rivers and harbors, will 
be another prominent participant 
Others on the program will include 
the presidents of the leading water­
way and river improvements associa­
tions throughout the country. The 
speakers will endeavor to impress up­
on the sixty-second congress, whose 
leaders are demanding economy, that 
these is a widespread throughout the 
country for a continuance of generous 
appropriations for improved water­
ways.

NATIONAL IRRIGATION CONGRESS

CHICAGO, 111., Dec. 5.—All of the 
various problems pertaining to irri­
gation, drainage and forestry are to 
be exhaustively discussed by experts 
at the nineteenth National Irrigation 
congress, which assembled in Chicago 
today for a four days’ session.
