INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Feb. 16.— 
Sensational and specific charges 
the dynamite conspiracy was con­
ducted with full knowledge of mem­
bers of the executive board of the In­
ternational Association of Bridge and 
Structural Iron Workers, áncludlng 
President Frank M. Ryan; that th« 
whole conspiracy, exttnding over 
years, wa^ recorded on paper; and 
that Ortie E. McManigal, the confess­
ed dynamiter, was shifted, shuttao- 
like, over the country on missions of 
destruction were made public tonight 
by District Attorney Chariés W. Mil­
ler.

Mr. Miller announced the contentn 
of an  indictment known as that cov­
ering “unconsummated acts” of the 
conspiracy and it Is to be the baste 
upon which the government intendlB 
to conduct its prosecution.

The indictment charges Ryan, Her­
bert S. Hockin, of New York; Michael 
J. Young of Boston; John T. Butler 
of Buffalo; Prank C. Webb of New 
York, with conducting theconspiraoy 
through the mail and names all of 
the 54 defendants as abettors.

It declares that a regular system 
of pointing out nonunionists and irmi 
construction jobs was carried on, and 
that the executive members not onl|r 
contributed money to buy explosives 
but assisted in the work which Mo- 
Managil was to do.

The basis of ail the charges lies 
chiefly on 40,000 letters and telegranw 
taken from the Iron Workers’ Inter­
national Headquarters. These letters 
purport to be between Ryan, Hockin» 
Webb and other officials and business 
agents.
