Nearly 1160.000,000 was expended
for road work in the United States
during 1911; according to estimates
made by “Good Roads,” of that |50,-
000,000 is shown by the figures in the
annual review of road building in the
current Issue, of that jouoiStHo”bave
been expended in thosj”tatos alone
in which some form <“'siate aid is ex-
tmided to the local units.

This latter amount covers all of the
direct sppropiations made by the com-
monwealth and, in'addition, a large
amount expended by the counties and
towns. While it is impossible to ob-
tain complete returns from these
smaller divisions, it is probable that
the total expenditures In the
states exceeded the figure given by
perhaps 25 per cent. The remainder
of the estimated $150,000,000 was ex-
pended in states having no highway
departments and in which the work
is done entirely by the towns and
counties.

WASHINGTON, D. C, April 17.-
With impressive military and civic
exercises the magnihcieat memorial
to John Paui Jones, the naval hero
o( the American 1UsvcHutlon, was ded-
icated in this ctty today. Congress
appropriated $60.000 for the momof-
Ul, which occupies a conspicuous site
at the main entrance tio Potomac Park.

The president of the .United States
and members of the cabinet, the.dlp-
ilomatlc"corps, justices of the su-
preme court of the United States, dis-
Unguished officers of the navy and
the army, senators, representatives In
Congress and many others promi-
nent in official life, as well as a large
concourse of citisens. were present.
Thousands of bluejackets of the navy
United States marines, soldiers of
the regular army and of the National
Guard and' delegations representing
patriotic and other civic organiza-
tions were assembled in parade as a
tribute to the famous naval hero.

The memorial, the work of Paul
H. Niehaus, the New York sculptor,
was admired by everyone who saw
it. In many respects It differs from
other similar memorials erected in
the national capital. It consists of
a marble pylon of classic design as
the back ground for a colossal bronze
figure of the intrepid naval command-
er of the early days of the republic.
The pylon is a massive rectangular
tower about fifteen feet in height. It
occupies the center of an ornamental
fountain, the water for which will
come from the bronze heads of dol-
phins at each end of the pylon. On
the back of the shaft is a large panel
containing a has relief reprbentn-
tion of Cotnmodore Jones raising the
flag on the historic ship Bonhomme
Richard. ,

The Jones statue stands at the
base of the monument in front of the
pedestrai: It is of heroic preportions
being about ten feet high. The great
naval commander is shown in full
uniform, with an expression and pose
suggstive of his indomitable will and
unconQuerable spirit. Apparently” he
is watching a naval engagement. His
right hand is clenched and his left
hand clutches his sword,

President Taft ad-
dressed the assemblage and pronounc-
ed a splendid tribute to the valor and
genius and patriot and told of his
daring deeds on the high sea. The
exercises concluded with the oration
of the day delivered by (Jeneral
Horace Porter of New York, who
while United Stjattes ambassador to
Prance found the remains of Com-
modore Jones in an abondoried cem-
etery in Paris and had them brought
to their resting place in a vault of
the chapel a the United States Naval
Academy at Annapolis.

The United States marine band
furtnahed the musical features of the
Ncatlon program. At the conclusion
of the exercises a vfi8c\ of the navy
stationed in the Potomac opposite the
satue fired a regulation salute.*
