His sister hapepned to 
pass the door a few minutés later and 
hearing a gurgling noise, thought the 
father was putting his son to sleep. 
She opened the door to deliver some 
mesage and was horrified to find the 
child lying on the bed with its throat 
«lashed from ear to ear, and the Iread 
nearly severed from the body. She 

'«creamed and the rest of the family 
entered the room. The father in the 
meantime leisurely walked out on the 
porch as if nothing had «happened. 
When questioned he said he had a mo­
tive for killing the child, but would 
not divulge it.

The accused was arrested and was 
brought here and locked up. Feeling 

. Is pretty strong against the prisoner 
In the town of Bath. The coroner’s 
inquest over the* child’s body wa« held 
this morning and a verdict rendered 
that the child came to its death at the 
hands of Jno. R*. Gibbs.

KINSTON, June 4.—Perry Stallings, 
a  young white boy of this place, was 
«tabbed to death at 7:16 p. m. tonight 
as the culmination of a quarrel with 
Charles Randolph. Young Stallings 
was about 16 years old and Randolph 
is about the same age.

The slaying occured in the dpwn- 
town section of Queen street In front 
of a restaurant Stallings is said to 
have resented a remark by Randolph 
with a blow and the latter drew a 
large knife, stabbing the unfortunate 
lad in the back, the blade penetrat­
ing the right kidney. Stallings ran 
a  short distance, bleeding profusely 
and fell. Other boys tried to carry 
him and a doctor met them, but the 
boy died on thcv street

Young Randolph fled toward his 
home. He was arrested by the sberiff 
Both boys are well known and Ran­
dolph is the son of the late C. T. 
Randolph, a wealthy buggy manufac­
turer. The dead boy is the son of 
J. B. Stallings, a well known tobaos 
conist of North Carolina and Virgin­
ia. The tragedy has cast a gloom 
over the city.

WASHINGTON, June 4.—In the Im­
pressive atmosphere of the house ju­
diciary committee was bred today a 
battle royal that failed to ruffle^the 
Archbald impeachment bearing which 
caused excitement in the corridor out­
side the committee room.

view with The Sun yesterday are 
sagacious and full of interest Judge
Gaynor has been mentioned lrom>time Mr. Roosevelt he can find no issues
to time as good Democmtic presiden­
tial timber, but that he, of course, de­
clined to discuss. He helievee that 
the palpable effort to sidetrack the ta­
riff issue will fail mlaerahly; that the 
peojde will not co n e^  to be drawn 
off no other iMues. It is the heliiff 
of some that the commission of Mr.. 
Roosevelt will make so many other to-
suee that the tariff will be forgotten. 
Just as It waa to Mr. Bryan’a csm- 
palgna when free silver occupied the 
country to one campaign and hnper- 
lalism in another, to the eluaiog of the 
toriff. Judge Gaynor does not think 
that this can happen again. Biit it to 
certalii that the plan of campaign to 
be adopted by the high protective to- 
terests will be to nominate Mr. Boee^ 
velt and let the people forget the tar­
iff. Bat the Democrats will not per­
mit this,. Tariff reform is the win­
ning issue and Judge Gaynor is 
in saying that the people will not con­
sent to'have it sidetracked.

There are other questions, how­
ever, which must not be forgotten, and 
to some of these Judge Gaynor directs 
attention. The most serious. In his 
opinion, is rate discrimination by the 
rallroada. Bate favoritism, he says, 
has been the greatest evil of our day 
and generation. “The railroads are 
our public highways, and the first law 
of their being is that everybody is to 
be charge4 alike for the tame service. 
To allow one man or jojrporatlon such 
rates, that hg or it can ui^eraell rivals 
and put them out of bustoees is. atro­
cious. The remedy suggested by the 
mayor for this evil is to put a govern­
ment general freight agmit on every 
road. * The remedy he suggests for 
tíie trust evil Is. to repeal the law un 
der which the offending corporations 
exist “All the tru s ts ,h e  says, “are 
formed In precise conformity with sta­
tutes passed for the purpose of form­
ing them. ' If that has m  to evil, 
then those statutes are the source of 
the evil.” As to the attempts to 
break up the trusts by suits in court, 
he has little confidence in tiiem, and 
Indeed, the practical results of the 
great frust cases have not been en­
couraging.

Importanee of G. 0 . P. Contests. 
CHICAGO, III. June 5.—Practical­

ly alLof the members of the Repub­
lican ■ National Committee are In 
Chicago In readiness to begin ,the 
hearing of delegates’ contests tomor­
row The function of the National 
Committee is always Important, be­
cause it decides in advance who aré 
to have seats when the convention is 
colled to order, n ther wrods, it 
makes up the temporary roll. The 
work is especially important this year 
because of the unusually large num­
ber of contests. With upwards of 
250 contests to consider and act up­
on, it is likely that the committee 
will find it necessary to continue its 
hearings almost up to the day the 
convention assembles.

In hearing the contests, the Nation­
al Committee will sit as a court. At­
torneys will represent the opposing 
sides and they will argue their case 
and introduce as much testimony as 
time will permit, both in form of af­
fidavits and of oral witnesses. After 
the testimony is all in the attorneys 
will sum up in closing arsmments and 
then it will be left to the committee, 
by majority vote, In executive session, 
to determine which side is right 
From the committee's decision there 
is no appeal, for the committee must 
make up the temporary roll call of 
the convention and there can be no 
regularly organized convention until 
the committee’s roll is submitted and 
adopted.

The National Committee' is compos­
ed of fifty-three members, one from 
each of the forty-eight states and one 
from each of the District of Columbia 
Alaska, Hawaii, the Philippines and 
Porto Rico. Much speculation has 
been indulged in concerning the per­
sonal preferences of the committee­
men on the question of the presiden­
tial nomination. The majosity has 
been claimed for both Taft and Roose­
velt „ On the other hand, those .who 
are best acquainted. wlth'^^Yhe high 
personnel of the committee are of the 
opinion that each contest will be de­
cided upon the evidence. They be­
lieve that the cases will be settled as 
they would b,e settled in a , court of 
equity and that the delegates enti­
tled to seats in the convention will 
be seated. In a general way Sena­
tor Dixon and Representative Mc­
Kinley, the rival campaign managers 
will  ̂ look after the contests!  ̂ But 
thoM more directly In charge will 
be ex-Senator Charles B.Dick, of Ohio, 
who will look out for the Interests of 
President Taft and Ormsby B. Mc- 
Harg of New York, vbo will serve

llshment^-of a school or schools to 
train ̂ teacheH. When the state as­
sumes the'^responsibility of education 
of the children at public . etpezme, it 
must also take the further step of 
providing trained teachers for^them.

Dr.' Claxton then said he wanted to 
speak on *‘Eeiation^bf Education to 
Life", We hew- people often speak of 
gettlng’̂ an education, just like it was 
somethlng« that could be doné <p jp 
a package and handed out.  ̂ But ed­
ucation does.not come that way. It 
is an intensely personal matter'^that 
must be begun and developed in the 
individual. The child, must go step 
Jl>y step as an individual and not up­
on the general knowledge or experi­
ence of others. The education, of the 
child in the rural district cannot be 
based upon the experience of the child 
in the city and vice versa. The wise 
teacher must understand the nature 
of the individual child.

You oaunot have a normab school 
without a practice school any more 
than you can have an agrlculturat 
school wthottfc a l faruL ' The school 
work must be connected/from day to 
day with the work of the previous day. 
There are too many teachers who 
know, nothing about the lessons of 
the chillen outside of the particular 
grade in which they teach, while the 
wise teacher should be familiar with 
every lesson through whlch^the child 
goes and should read every book the 
child reads. Want of famllarity with 
what the , children know causes the 
loss of much time in school. Exper­
iences together both inside and,out­
side of the schoolroom are valuable. 
The same teacher should stay with 
the same children through several 
grados o f'the school and in rural 
schools where grades cannot be had 
the same .teacher should be employed 
as many successive years as possible. 
Changing teachers is not wise; There 
is too much hoboing among rural 
teachers, shifting about from place to 
place'and that accounts largely for 
their work not being mbre success­
ful. He liked the preacher who bap­
tises, marries and buries the people 
of a community through an entire 
generation and he liked the teacher 
who stayed with the child until that 
child’s education was developed.

Education must be from life, through 
life and back to life. Education that 
does not make good citizenship is 
not worth the public taxation ex­
pended for it. Our Democratic gov­
ernment must be continued and in 
order that It may be continued every 
citizen should know something about 
it, hence the necessity of teaching 
this to the children. All our complex 
problems are coming to the ballot box 
to be settled and the citizen should 
have such information to enable him 
to  ̂settle intellectually. No one man 
Is wise enough to choose for us, hut 
Our people must be educated that they 
may be able to choos^ for themselves. 
It is a manhood government and not 
a government by imitation.
