It is no function of the government 
to provide food for the people, but 
it can supervise methods of produc­
tion and sale so as to secure prity 
of food. So it cannot provide capital 
for the people, or for any of them, 
but it can supervise the methods by 
which credit institutions loan capital 
to the public. The issue of bank notes
