London, Nov. 11;—Europe is fac­
ing one of the most critical weeks in 
her history. It may end in a war 
in which the whole of Europe will 
be involved nr it may be remembered 
as a week in which diplomacy suc­
ceeded; in solving problems that ap­
peared insolóte to many.

Tke Bulgarian army is on the point 
of entering Constantinople and" this 
will be resented by Russia. At the 
same time the Turkish capital is 
threatened with massacre from with­
in.

On the other side of the Balkan 
peninsula there is an acute conflict 
between the aims of Austria-Hungary 
and Servia which if it is not arranged 
m i^ t  start a genéral European out­
break.

Tbe most hopeful sign at the pres­
ent moment is the fact that moderat­
ing influences are being brought to 
bear by Germany, the close ally of 
Austria-Hungary, and by Bulgaria, 
the comrade in arms of Servía. Both 
of these nations are now exertin.g 
themselves to avert a conflict.

The views of Austria-Hungary con­
cerning the future of European Tur­
key are pretty well known to include 
access to the Eastern markets the in­
tegrity of Albania including the 
Adriatc coast of that country and 
compensation of Rumania which has 
always claimed that when Bulgarian 
territory is extended her borders 
should do likewise.

The existing jealousies are so in­
tense, hoVrever, that it will take a lot 
of pressure to Induce either Austria 
or Servia to recede from its demands. 
Austria in fact takes b o  seriously the 
advance of a Servian force toward 
the port of Ourazzo that she has dis­
patched a steamW there to take off 
Austrian residents when the Servian 
troops arrive.

eigri minister, and Emperor Francis 
Joseph, who has also several times 
conferred with the war minister and 
the chief of the general staff of the 
Austro-Hungarian army.

To these significant occurrences are 
added the arrival at Budapest of 
Archduke Francis Ferdinand, the heir 
to the Austro-Hungarian throne, and 
his forthcoming visit to the German 
emperor as well as yesterday’s con­
ference between Dr. S. Daneff, the 
president of the Bulgarian chamber -of 
deputies and Count Von Berchthold, 
and subsequently with tbe German 
ambassador at Vienna.

Dr. Daneff, who before leaving Bul­
garia, was received by King Ferdi­
nand and while passing through Ser­
via bad audiences with King Peter 
and Premier Pachith, Is believed to 
be the bearer of proposals connected 
with the difficulty in regard to Ser- 
vta’s desire for an Adriatic port. He 
also is supposed to be empowered to 
make s  special agreement with Aus­
tria-Hungary Qoacernlng Bulgarian 
Interests and Rumanian claims.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 11.—Jack 
Johnson, world’s champion heavy­
weight pugilist, through his attorney, 
Benjamin C. Baschrach, today filed a 
motion in the Supreme Court of tbe 
United States asking, to be permitted 
to give hail pendng the hearing be­
fore United States District Court in 
Northern Illinois of an indictment 
charging a violation of the white slave 
trafile law.

In support of the motion it was said 
the dsitrct judge demanded $30,000 
bail, which was declared to be ex­
cessive and had refused to accept a 
certificate of dej^sit for $30,000 In 
lieu of bail.

CHAPEL HILL, Nov. 11.—As to 
what occupations college men enga­
ge in after graduating has long since 
been a subject of speculative inter­
est and thought to the people out in 
tbe state. This interest, perhaps, 
cornea from tbe variety of occupa­
tions that college graduates pursue 
on leaving the schools of higher ed­
ucation. The 'statistics as recently 
compiled as to the pursuits engaged 
In by the 1912, graduating class of 
the University of North Carolina fur­
nishes interesting reading matter. 
Of 82 members of the clmss a classi­
fication of their present occupations 
is as follows: 30 are teaching, 23̂  of 
the number teaching in the public 
schools of thé state; 11 are study­
ing law; four are studying medicine; 
ten are in business; three are in 
electHcal work; two are engaged in 
pub Ho road engineering; four are 
pufsuing graduate studies; two are 
farming; one engaged in Y. M. C. 
A. work; two are studying for the 
ministry, and two are engaged! in 
national government service.

Professors N. W.* Walker, state In­
spector of secondary schools and E. 
K. Graham, dean of the school of lib­
eral arts of the University, will rep­
resent the University at the sessions 
0̂  the Southern Association of Col­
leges and Pi^epar^oqr Schools which 
convenes.at Spartahburg, S. C., No­
vember 14 and 16.

Tbe Christian denomination is 
erecting a > church at Chapel Hill. 
Dr. W. S, I^ng, former presiden of 
Elon Ciollege) la instrumental in hav­
ing this edifice constructed for tbe 
Christian dendmination of the com­
munity. With the erection of this 
church five religious faiths will have 
homes for worship in Chapel Hill.

NEW ORLEANS, Nov. 11.—Thirty 
persons were killed and more than 
fifty were injured in a wreck on the 
Yazoo and Msslssippi Valley Railroad 
early today, when a freight train 
crashed Into an excursion passenger 
^train bqunc  ̂ from New Orleans to 
Woodviile. Miss.

The wrecJc occurred near Moutz. 
La., about 27 miles north of New 
Orleans. A train carrying many of 
the injured and a number of tbe dead 
arrived in Nevr Orleans this morning 
a( 8:15. The more seriously injured 
were placed in the Charity Hospital.

The ill-fated excursion train left 
New Orleans a t 11 o’clock last night, 
carrying several hundred people who 
bad spent Sunday in New Orleans.

It slowed down on approaching a 
sharp curve near Montz soon after 
midnight, and the freight train then 
crushed into the rear coaches. > 

Many of the victims were so badly 
mangled as to make identification im­
possible.

The majority of the excursionists 
were from pointo south of WoodvHle, 
Miss., which is 30 miles north of 
Baton Rouge. The scene a t the union 
station when the relief train bearing 
the injured and dead was one of 
confimion.

Practically every ambulance in the 
city haslieen summoned to take the 
Injured to hospitals and patrol wa­
gons were used* to move many of the 
dead to undertaking establishments. 
The rear coach of the excursion train 
was demolished.

PRINCETON, N. J., Nov. 11.—P m -  
ident-elect Wilson indicated today 
that he.might make an, announcemetit 
within a féw days as to whether or. 
not he will call an extra smision of 
(Congress to revise the tariff.

He had intended delaying any an­
nouncement along this line,until af­
ter bis return from his proposed va­
cation, about December 16. It was 
suggested to him todayhowever, that 
Congressmen would benefit by an 
early announcement in that they could , 
arrange for accommodations at Wash­
ington for a  definite period. “I hadn’t 
thought ot that," said the’ governor. 
"Of course, 1 don’t see any public 
need for announcing my decision now 
except, perhaps, to quiet any apecu- 
latlon as to wether there is going to 
be early action or not.

"Í had fully intended to wait before 
announcing what I was going to do 
until after I got back from my vaca­
tion. I whs going to hear and read 
opinions in the meantime.”

"It’s very interesting, the concen­
sus of opinion on the extra seaslon.” 

'You .mean the opinion in favor of 
It?” he was asked.

"Yes."
He would not say, however, whati 

his decision would be.
Governor Wilson expects to name, 

along wijth the other members of his 
cabinet an eexcutive for the proposed 
Department of Labor.

"I hope there will be a new mem­
ber of he cabinet for the Departmmit 
of Labor," be said. "It will be a  very 
important selection to make and ‘ I 
have been told that all sides in Con­
gress favor the new department. Ths 
immediate creation of the department 
is, of course, dependent upon the ac­
tion of the approaching session of 
Congress.”

The governor said he was turning 
over in his mind ideas for his annual 
message to the New Jersey legisla­
ture which convenes on January 1. 
He said he wquld urge especially tbe 
adoption of resolutions,,favoring tbe 
aiuendments proposing an income tax 
and popular election of United States
