RALEIGH, N. C, Nov. 30.~The an-
nnal convention of the North Caro-
lina Fiaheriea Aasoclation will be held
in Washngton, D. C., December i and
6.

It ie the purpose, of tois convention
to discuss legislation which the gen-
eral assembly of 1913 will be asked to
pass for the conservation and perpet-
ui'tion of the fishing industries. These
indimtiies have reached a very low
ebb In North Carolina, particularly
the oyster and some of the more val-
uable fin fish, as shad and herring.

Thas this ascendancy of the other
States, particularly of Virginia, Mary-
land, Connecticut and Loulsana, baa
been achieved entirely though the en-
forcement of such regulations as
would allow reasonable catch from
their fisheries and yet preserve a
snfflcient number of fish so that the
supply of each succeeding year would
steadily increase instead of diminish
