“There were 10 major wara fought 
In the world In th»* IIT years from 1703 
to 1010. Hie late war cost 60 per cent 
more In Ufea and cost 700 per cent 
more In money spent than the whole 

other wars pn| together.
*The most costly in lives of the pre­

vious wan was that between England 
and franee, 1703-1815, a total of 1,900,< 
000 men having perished.

“Neit came the war of 1854-*56, in 
which England, France, Sardinia, Tnr- 
key, Austria and Ruasla fought; 600,* 
707 men were killed.

The more recent war between Bus- 
sia and Japan came third, claiming 
the Uvea of 565,000 men.

“In onr own Civil war both aides 
together lost 404,400 men, ranking 
fourth in lots of life in the great wars 
nrevlous to the late one.

*In the struggle between France and 
Uenhany, so disastrous to France and 
which played a very Important part in 
the recent peace settlement, 811.00C 
lives were lost. "

“We Americans who remember or 
have read of the Civil war, of Gettys­
burg, of Pickett’s chargê  of Sher­
man’s march to the sea, of Anderson- 
vllle, have been wont to look on It as 
one of terrible slaughteis-and it was.
