Pekiiig, Myy 8 —(M'l—A stale of
actual warefare in Shantung is jii-
tUcatert by official Japanese reporte
to have been entered into by Japan
and Nationalist China.

Latest word from Tsinan, capital
of Shangtung. stotes that hpavy fir-
ing ensued at 8 o'lock this morn-
ing when coniingent of tlic thir-
teenth Japanese regiment recon-
noitcring in a northern suburb of
Tsinan along the railway was fired
on by Nationaltote.

The Jaiianese arc taking meas-
ures to enforce the proclamation of
a neutral 7,onc seven miles on their
side of the Shangiung railway
where the Nationailste were last re-
ported attacking in great number,
.Today's lighting followed the Is-
suance of an order by the Japanese
general in comm.ind of Tsinan di-
eeceting the Chinese Nationalist
troopf, to withdraw’ outside the neu-
tral zone. The Chinese refused and
bt'gan to adopt offensive measures
resulting in publication by the Jap-
anese ot a proclamation announc-
ing recourse to active measures tc
enforce their demands.

Latest advices indicate that the
Niitionalistfi are gathering strength
and are preparing to attack the
Jairanost from the northwest. Jan-
anese reinforcements from Tsing
Tao were rushed to the defense line
today immediately after detraining.

Atlanta. May  8,-tAP»—The
eastern haul of the niplit air mail
was interrupted and nearly ended
in tragedy latd night when an At-
lanta-New York biplane of the Pit-
cairn Aviation CmiXHwtkm crashed
from low hanging cloMds onto a
ledge of Stone Mountain, near here,
demolishing the craft but miracu-
lously sparing Hxe file of its pilot.

Only the staunchness of tlie
plane s cockpit sqyed Johnny Kytle.
(he pilot from possible death or se-
rious injury.

Flying the mall from the south
to the east through rainswept, fog-
laden Skies. the plane crashed into
the unlighled mountain, rising 700
lekt sheerly out of a plauis. The
craft struck on its side and wedged
between two pine trees. The pilot
crawled out of the cockpit with only
a rut lip and a slightly injured
hand. schatnbk>d down tlic .<lck
movinUln-sidc and rode into Atlan-
ta. 16 miles from the mountain, to
have hi .swounds dressed. He crash-
ed a few minutes after he took off
here with the cargo of a plane ply-
ing between New Orleans and At-
lanta. Kytlo was bound for Rich-
mond. where connertions were to
be made for New York and eastern
air mall points.

Forced to fly low beiause of the
'heavy fog and rain, the .ship struck
a flump of trees on the side of the
mountain not far from the face on
which the Confederate memorial
was unveiled a short time ago.
