plane and death of the pilot. A
parachute strapped to Smith
untouched, giving rise to the belief
that he had probably iQMt control
of the ship at low altitude. This
theory was further borne out by a
liatch through the tops of cxak trees
which had bee clipped off by the
plane as it swooped to the ground.

The farmers. Williard Boyer. Har-
ry Seciease and Otis Tucker came
upon tile dead pilot whose body was
Hung across a wing, yesterday at
noon. The gasoline tank of the
De Haviland plane had been thrown
to a spot many feet away where it
had exploded and burned.

The body of the pilot was lying
face downward on the wing and
one shoe was torn off. His head
and body were badly crushed it was
difscoiered by a coroner who ex-
amined the scene of the WrTeck
Death was apparently instantanous

Smith left Little Rock with the
pictures Thursday night. It was

Wa.shlngton, July 2—(AP)—The
federal government enters the new
fisclal year with a treasury surpliis
of $398,000,000.

Summarizing the nation’ finan-
cial conditions at the close of the
old year, which came at midnight of
June 30, secretary Mellon declared
late yeisterday that the period "wit-
nesae.s a further improvement” in
country’s position.

“There was a substantial surplus
of receipts over expenditures” he
said. "The national debt as re-
duced by over 1900,000,000, accom-
panietl by a material cut in interest
chai*gbs. The Vast refunding oper-
ations begun in 1927 were continued
and have been well night brought to
a sucoesaful conclusion. Taxes were

The two fig-
ures for the previous fiscal yeaV
were respectively $4,129,000,000 and
$3,'364,000,000.

Tax receipts totaled $3,364,000,000
or $111,000,000 le.ss than In the fiscal
year of 19%27. Receipts from Income
taxes aggregated $2,174,000,000 as
compared with $2,225,000,000 in 1927.
In this connection, .secretary Mel-
lon called attention to the fact that
the treasury’ estimate of this total
diiferod from the actual figures "by
the narrow margin of $9,000,000”.

Including  disbursements under
