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Ninety Percent of Cot-
ton Factories At-
tempt ToCurtail
Production.

New York. July 7—(AP>-Ninety
per rent of the cotton milk of the
country are .shut down this week
to curtail production. They will re-
cume operations on July 9 and will
curtail later in the .season again,
if the output continues to lead to
stock accumulations.

Trade has been quiet this week
compared with a week ago when
sales ran ahead of the restricted
output and some fair sized coh-
tiacts were booked on print cloths,
sheetings and colored cottons. The
price advances then made have held
throughout this week although cot-
ton has dropped in price. Agents
still say that prices for goods are
below the parity of cotton values
and this leads them to hold firmer
when low bids are made. Several
of them have declined business for
August delivery.

Discounts have shortened on
wide sheetings, sheet and pillow
cases about 2 1-2 per ceht and some
lines at “at value." Advances of
1-4 cent a yard have been made
on 4-4 bleached cottons and a lit-
tle more business has been done.
'There have been further sales of
wide cloths for rubberizing and the
bag trades have bought more regu-
larly. Denims have been sold m(n"
freely on the basis of current pric-
es that are to be continued to Aug-
ust 31. More trading is reported
on khakis, tickings, stripes, and oth-
er colored cottons, chiefly for July-
August shipments.

“Every town that pcosesses swim-
ming facilities for water sports
should employ a public swimming
instructor, and If this Is not possi-
ble, civic bodies and clubs should
ri'oulilrthl# burden. “Seventy per
cent fatalities are due to
drovmi®, and 25 per cent of ail
drowning accidents are linked with
recreation. California, a» the play-
fiound of tbe nation, must idee the
lead In making the water safe for
youth and age alike. Knowledge of
swimming should be considered as
vital a part of the education of
those who frequent the water as
ar6thlng”In the school curriculum.
While drowning accidents were cut
la half between 1900 and 1920, there
has been no decrease since. Loss of
life from water accidents i? rapidly
diminlridng In cities where public
pools are maintained, and particu-
larly wh«re. swimming instructors
are employed.”

Thls.Xeaiure of the civic play-
ground work ia one of the most
helpful, and deserves the support of
our community in every way. All
precautions are taken for the safety
of the boys, and free instruction is
furniahed them in the art of swim-
ming.
