Washington. July 18  'APt
Looking forward t%coasiantly im-
proving relatiom w”h Mexico un-
der the adminuitraOon of General
Ah’ftTo Obregon, official Washing-
ton was deeply shocked to learn of
his death at the hand of an assas-
sin.

Dismay and sorrow attended the
rmpkily spreading word of the trag-
edy. It reached Secretary Kcll<’g
as he was about to leave the State
Department for the night and he
tmmediately put through a tele-
phone call to Ambas.sador Morrow
at Mexico City and '~ r dispatched
a telegram of conddftnc# to Acting
Fordgn Minister Estrada.

Ambassador Tellea refused at first
to belteve that Oteegon was dead
fie. too, called the Mexican capital
by tM”hone.

General Obregon’s degth came at
a time when the American-Mexican
relations were more cordial than
they’ had been In years. Through
the efforts of Ambassador Morrow
and with the co-operation of Pres-
ident " les maJoT points of dif-
ference had been effectually settled
and an eia of further improvement
In the relationship of the two re-
publka was In prospect.

Vtrnn Ambassador Morrow, Mr.
Kdloeg teamed that he already had
called upon President Calles and
Minister Estrada to express the
sympathy of the government and
his own regret.

Secretary Kell(«gs message to
Brtrada termed the tragedy a
"dastardly attack” and said that the
United States had teamed of Gen-
