If the.crop
fails to yield the poundage quota
the government will pay two cents
for every pound short, he said.

May I call your attention to the
fact that soon this group of farmers
will be called upos to execuite a
definite contract to reduce produc-
tion next year. I am convinced that
the spirit that was demonstrated in
the emergency sign-up campaign
will be carried forward and a sound
program of production adjutment
will result.
